Tells How
Nazi Putsch
Was Blocked

JOHANNESBURG, Dec. 13—(C
P-Reuters) — A former German
army officer tonight disclosed that
officials of the Union of South
Africa frustrated a Nazi Putsch in
South West Africa’ last April by
sending a police force to the for-
mer German territory,

“Gestapo cofficials in Germany
believed that the people of South
West Africa would wake up one
morning and find their coun?ry mn
German hands,” said the officer
in an interview here. He asked
that his name be kept secret to
prevent possible reprisals.

The officer, who is a Jew, sald
that when the Nazis came into
power he was given documents ex-
empting him from the anti-Jewish
boycott because of his military ser-
vice to the Fatherland.

When he decided to leave
Dresden, where he had resided for
most of his life, he was sum-
moned to the Dresden office of the
Gestapo. Speaking to him “as a
comrade” the Gestapo official in
charze of the office advised him
not to go to South Africa, at least
not to Soutn West Africa because,
as a Jew, he would be no better
off there

“South West Africa will soon be
in our hands.” the Gestapo official
assertedly told the officer. “There
will be a Putsch.”

The ex-officer said he knew men
who travelled between Berlin and
South West Africa regu'arly mak-
ing arrangements for the Putsch.
He said he believed it was plann-
ed for about the time when Gen-
erel Juan Smuts, then Minister of
Justice and now Premier, ordered
po'ire irto the territory.

“Smuts acted too auickly
them,” the former officer

TOWORLD
FOR HELP

HELSINGFORS, Dec. 13—(AP)—
The parliament of embattled Fin-
land today unanimcusly adopted an
appeal that “as the outpcst of west-

ern civilization” Finland has “the
right to expect active help from
other civilized nations” to resist

the Soviet invasion.

The Fnn‘sh appeal declared the
PFinns are fighting not only T1or
their fatherland but for ‘‘democrat-
ic institutions, religion, homes—
everything which civilized peopies
hold sacred.”

Parliament, meeting while Fin-
land’s armed forces continued to
resist Russia’s invasion, said the
Finns believed the rest of the

world “cannot abandon us in the
face of the enemy's overwhelming
numbers.”

The text of parliament’s appeal
was as follows:

“The Finnish nation, whose aims
always have been to live on friendly
terms with all peoples and with
peaceful works to build its future,
has become the objectof its eastern
neighbor's brutal attack inland
without giving the slightest provo-
cation.

“We have been forced Into war
and we have been given no altern-
ative.

“The Finnish nation is fighting
for independence, liberty and hon-
or. We are defending our father-
land, democratic institutions, homes
—everything which civillzed peoples
ho!d sacred.

«=)r the time being we are
fighting alone against an enemy
invading our country. Nevertheless
our fight involves defence of a
cause common to all humanity.

MOSCOW, Dec. 13—(AP)—Evi-
dence that Soviet troops were meet-
ing heavy natural obstacles in Fin-
land in addition to the stubborn re-
sistance of the Finns was scen
day by foreign neutral observers.

The.e sources sad the Russlars
apparently realized now their mis-
take of trying to etfect a mechan-
ized advance over lakes and througn
rock and wooded terran in theT
drive to cut in from the east and
then attack the Mannerheim line
from the rear.

The opinion was expressed that
the Russians would advance faster
as soon as they used cavalry and in-
fantry more extensively.

Russtan newspapers disclosed lit-
tle actual news of the progress ot
the war but carried the usual
stories of how the Finnish peasantry
was welcoming their Russ.an “lib-
erators.”

A communique from headquarters
of the Leningrad military area sald
Sov.et troops “continued to advance
in all directions” and had occupled
the town of Pitkaranta.

Pitkaranta, about 60 miles from
the Finnish frontier and on the
north shore of Lake Ladoga, is the
terminus of the railroad which cir-
cles the lake to the Guif of Fin-
land.

The villages of Muurila and Sip-
rola, near the Gulf of Finland on
the Karelian Isthmus, also were
mentioned ashaving been occupied.
The communique indicated troops
taking these villages were moving 1n
the direction of Viipur, rauroaa
centre and port and Finland's sec-
ond largest city.

Nazis Support
Russian March
Into Finland

LONDON, Dec. 13 —(CP) —The
British government tonight con-
firmed reports that Germany 1Is
sqpport,!.ng the Russian invasion ot
Finland by blocking shipments of
war supplies to the forces of the
little republic.

The official announcement co-
incided with reliable reach-
ing diglomar.tc querters that Ger-
many adpted this course from
the start of the Baltic  hostilities
and was the accomplice of Russia in
its armed attack. These reports also
claimed the Reich is considering
eventual establishment of Soviet
and German zones of influence in
the Baltic and Scandinavia.

A few hours atter Prime Minister
Chamberlain had told the House of
Commons he had no confirmation
of reports that Germany and Italy
had sent or sold war supplies to
Finland, the ministry of informa-
tllclm issued the following communi-
que:—

‘As was expected when the Ve
ernment granted licenses to British
firms for export of war material to
Finland, Germany has now come
out openly on the side of the ag-
gressor,

“It is confirmed in London today
that the Nazi government is making
full use of Germany’s strategic pos-
ition to event  supplies trom
reaching Finland from other coun-
tries anxoius to prove their sympa-
thy. Germany, indeed, is holding up
orders placed in neutral countries
before the war, and is proudly as-
serting the fact. The German pro-
paganda machine ,which was among
the first to tell the world of the
glorious Soviet assault on evacuated
Hogland Island, has .uddenly ceased
its sarcastic references to the prow-
ess of thered armies.”

New Indus’try
For Eastern
Canada Seen

HALIFAX, Dec. 12— (AP) —
Eastern Canada is going to acquire
a new industry —the export of
pit props to Britain. In the past
Britain depended upon Russia and
the Baltic States to supply pit
props, used for bracing cuttings in
mines, but the war has seriously
hampered the trade.

Two representatives of the Brit-
is* timber control board, T. L.
Daniels and C Harrison, are here
making arrangements for the ex-
port of the pit props. They are ac-
companied by K. G. Fensom. tim-
ber trade commissioner in Britain
for the threc eastern Provinces of
Quedec, New Brunswick and Nova
Scotia.

Mr. Fensom believes the indus-
try has “promising potentialities.”
In the present negotiations with
the British Timber Control Beard
an effort is being made to build up
the industry mot only for war time
but also as a permanent proposi-
tion.

Inspectors from the Old Country
will be on hand to give advice and
instruction rezarding the method of
preparation’ and standard of quals
ity required by the British Mines.
Conservation will be practised in
order that cutting may be carried
out without removing too much of
the natural growth of the wood-
lands.

Pickets And
R.C.M.P. Clash
At Lockeport

LOCKEPORT, N. 8, Dec. 1l=
(CP)—Pickets and Royal Canadian
Mounted Police skirmished briefly
here today as a crowd estimated by
police at more than 600 blocked an
attempt to move loaded rallway
cars from the plants of two fish
companies engaged in a dispute
with employees.

No one was seriously injured as
the 40 R. C. M, P. officers attempt-

-ed to move the crowd of men,

women and children from the tracks
where they stood or lay to bar the
progress of a locomotive heading
for the cars,

After struggling with the group
for a half hour, the police halted
the attempt to clear the tracks.
R. C. M. P. officials said the police
did not use weapons. They claimed
several of those on the tracks, and
in an aditional crowd of 600 lining
the sides of the raillway cutting,
threw stones.

The clash came as & disagree=
ment between two fish companies
and their tishermen and fish-hand-
lers reached its seventh week.
Plants of Swimm Brothers and the
Lockeport Company, Limited, nad
been closed down following a de=
mand of two unions for recognition.

They reopened officially today.
with about 25 men apart from main-
tainance employees going into the
plants. These loaded the cars which
the companies tried to have taken
out. Several previous attempts at
moving the cars had been made, all
blocked by picketers.

No arre_ts were made today by
the Mounted Police, brought here
over the weekend at the request of
the town council,

men lert idle through closing of the
two commerciai plants. The eng:ne
had to pass this spot to reach  the
other plants.

Some of the picketers carried
Canadian and Britsh flags. They
sang “God Save The King” and “O

ed to disperse them.

The squad of police remained in
this little town of 1,200 tonight.
Meanwhile Charles Murray, organi-
zer for the Canadian Fishermen's
Union, said that “‘if more police ar-
rive, the un on’s answer will be to
call in more men.”

He said 800 union men through
Shelburne County were available tor
picketing.
