A PRUSSIAN
SOLDIER'S DIARY

IS

“WAR DESTRUCTION,
WOUNDS, DEATH, HUMANITY
IS A DANGEROUS ABSURDITY.”
On the wooden steps of a creeper-

covered cottage, in a little village be-

tween Birnal and Dinant, sat a Prus-
sian soldier in the uniform of the

4#h Company of Jagers. Not thirty

vards away, red flames  crept up

through the roof and windows of a

fine old farm house, and by its light

the soldier entered up his diary,
““About 220 inhabitants were shot,
and the village was burnt,” he wrote.

“All villages, chateau and houses are

burnt down during the night.
It is a beautiful sight
to  see the fires all round in

the distance.” (See Viscount
r&port on German.outrages.)

He was about to close his diary, a
blue book, interleaved with blotting
papér. into which he wrote with a
fountain pen, when his eyes lighted
on’ a printed passage that was pasted
upon the inside cover. He .read it
through, as he had read .it.a hundred
timr bhefore 115

“War is destruction, wounds, death,
and this resort to brutal force is ab-
sclulely imperative,” .t ran. J/‘As for
that right of nations, about which its
advocates talk so mueh, it imposes
on the right of war merely_insignifi-
cant and negligible restrictions. In
war every idea of humanity is a blun-
der, a dangerous. absurdity, The viol-
ence and brutality- of combat admit
no -kind of limitation.”

He closed the hook, wifdi. this. rath-
less command of Clausewitz on his
lips, that “immortal teacher” as he is
called in Germany, and as he picked
his way through the burning village
to rejoin his troops, ample evidence
confronted him at every step that
war, as wrought by Prussia, is indeed
“destruction, wounds, dcath.”

Here, in his path, lay a child of
three, its sides rent open by a bayo-
net thrust,. “Humanity is a blunder,”
he reflected.
