The oldest house in 'Charlotte-
! town today is a building on the
South side of Dorchester Street
west It is on the corner of Dor-
chester and Union Streets. It was
'mjiginully owned i)y Sanmwiel Bag-
nall, where he kept a public house
opposite 'the Barrack gate, in the
early days of the last century.

There is also an old house on
the North side of  Dorchester
Street. It is the first house east
from Pownal Street and was known
in the .early days as “McPhee’s
Public  House.” It was in this
house that the late Bishop Mec-
| Eachern always put up when he
Imade his Pastoral visits to Char-
lottetown,

There is also a very old house on
ljle west corner of Pownal and
King Streets that has occupled its
present site for the past one hund-
red years. |

St. Joseph's Convent, although
not one of the first houses erect-
ed in Charlottetown in the early
days, is one of the oldest buildings
in town at the present time. 1t
was built at St. Andrews in King's
County, in 1804, where it remain-
ed for sixty years, until it was re-
moved to Charlottetown in = 1864
and put in the position it now oc-
cupies. It was placed upon run-
ners and hauled to Charlottetown
by horses on the East River ice.

The Rev. James Bulpit was the
first Methodist Minister stationed
in Charlottetown, He was sent
out. by the London Missionary So-
ciety and arrived here on the 31st
of July, 1807, ' Three years later
the Methodist Society purchased
a piece of land ons the north side
of Richmond iStreet, between
wueen and Pownal Streets and er-
ected their first place of worship.
Previous to this they held services
in the oid Court House which was
given by Governor Fanning for that
purpose.

As th2 Methodist Society grew|'
in Char'ottetown this' first chapel
became tco small to accommodate
the congregation and land was se-
cured on the corher of Prince and
Richmond Streets for the purpose
of erecting a larger building. This
chapel was opened in 1835 and was
used by the Methodist people of
Charlottetown with several im-
provements and additions, until
the present brick church was er-
ected in 1863.

The oldest Drug Store in Char-
lottetown and possibly in Canada,
is the Aspothecaries Hall on the
corner of Queen and Grafton
Streets. It was established in 1810
by Thomas DesBrisay, a son of the
Rev. Theophilus DesBrisay, Rector
of Charlottetown.
