OTTAWA, March 4—(CP)—Pow=-
er to fix maximum and minimum
prices at which petroleum products
may be sold or offered for sale in
any part of Canada is conferred <n
oOil Controller G. R. Cottrelle of
T.ronto in regulations published to-
night in an extra edition <f the
Canada Gazette.

In the original regulations set-
ting out the oil controller’s juris-
diction—an order-in-council dated
last June 28—Mr. Ccttrelle was em-
powered only to fix “maximum
prices and maximum mark-ups.”

The new regulations also permif
Mr. Cottrelle to prohibit or reg-
ulate “any practice or mode of deal-
ing in or with oil” that might tend
to increase the price of oll or af-
fect its orderly purchase, sale or
distribution.

Mr. Cottrelle’s power to fix or
limit the quantity of oil which may
be bought, sold or distributed 1is
continued. The new regulations were
drawn up at the Oil Controller’s
request.
