brilliant address by Whelan, “Elo-
quence as an Art,” when he said,
“The Irish people—and it is one ol
the most beautiful traits in their
character—are peciflarly tenacious
in cherishing the memory of their
great men , . . The dim, religious
light’ which sheds upon their ach-
jevements is far more precious to
them than the glare and grandeur
of the presef® hour; and the
farther the object -fo their adora-
tion is removed from them by the
lapse of time, the more fervently
their affections entwine #t . . .”
And today, after more than half a
century, this “beautiful trait” of
his compatriots has not extenuated
but rather the memory of Hdward
Whalen is “far more precidus to
them than the glare and grandeur
of the present hour.”
