OTTAWA, April 7—The bill to
amend the Criminal Code in re-
spect to stench bombs, also immor-
ality and drunkenness in . homes
where there are children, was in-
troduced in the Commons today by
| Hon. Hugh Gutilirie, Minister of
Justice. The Minister explained it
had been complained to his depart-
ment that persons had dropped
stench bombs frequently in motion
picture theatres and on some occa-
slons in churches. The act will
make it a criminal offence.
