“I think he should have $1,000 if
he's to bring up and educate  his
family,” replied Mr. Sollows.

At present the west shore fish-
buyers sold their “boneless dry
fish” at Boston at a lower price
than the Gloucester fishermen. Mr.
Sollows thought the Nova Scotians
should get the same price. Witness
feared that continuation of  this
practice, which was due to price
cutting competition among the
shippers, might provoke hostile
measures on the part of the United
States, To remedy this Mr Sollows
thought there should be some sort
of Government controi to rvegulate
the supply of this product to the
market.

Mr. Sollows said he had nothing
against the National Fish Company
but. along with all fishermen, he
was opposed to the beam trawlers
it operated. The three trawlers
took a lving away from 300 fisher-
men. In addition the beam trawler
destroyed spawn and young fish.

“I think it is time we ended the
beam trawlers,” Mr. Sollows said,
adding he feared they would kill
the fishing off the Maritime coast
as the fisherles of France were kil-
led.
“As a practical question,” asked
Chairman Kennedy, “If we stop-
ped the three Canadian trawlers
and other nations allowed hund-
reds to continue over those fishing
beds, would it make much differ-
ence?”

“I think it would. We want them

Dr. M. M. Coady, director of the
extension service of St. Francis
Xavier University, Antigonish, N. 8.,
was the next witness.
