QUEBEC, Aug. 29 —(OP) -
Premier Duplessis announced late
today that beginning Sept. 1 all
16 millimetre films shown in the
Province will have to be submit-
ted to the Provincial Board of
Censors. Previously, censorship
applied only to 36 millimetre films
such as are used in movie houses.

The new regulation was pro-
vided for in an order-in-council
passed Wednesday, he said.

Mr. Duplessis, who foreshadow-
ed the move last week by denun-
ciation in Three Rivers, Que. of
& 16 mm. film sponsored by a
Labor group, made reference a-
gain today to the film which he
sald was “insidiously revolution-
ary,” he declined to name the
film.

The announcement, made at a
press conference, was accompan-
ied by brief reference to an al-
leged Communist radio station
which, the Premier said two weeks
ago, had been found operating in

Unemployment
In Maritimes
Has Decreased

SAINT JOHN, N.B, Aug. 2% —
(CP) — Imprcvement in tne Mar-
itime unemplcyment situation in
the past year was reported today
by WM. Roberts, Moncton, reg-
gional employment officer of the
Natlonal Bmployment Service, at
a meeting of the Maritime region-
al employment ccmmittee of the
Unemplcyment Insurance Com-
mission.

A year ago 21,000 persons were
applying for work at Maritime of-
fices of the Employment Service
and this number had been reduced
to 15,346 at the cor!esponding date
this year, he reported.

Mr. Rcberts gave the fellowing
figures for job applications in the
three Provinces a year ago, with
the total at present in brackets:
Nova Scotia 12,400 (10,700); New
Brunswick 7,000 (3,800); Prince
Bdward Island 12M (723). The
saint John situation as about
the same as last year, 2,247 and
3,240

Figures for Job vacancies a year
ago and at present were: Nova
Scctia 3,000 (1,500); New Bruns-
wick 3,298 (2,998); Prince Edward
Is'and 198 (167).

Mr. Rcberts pointed out that
jast April 30, 815 persons had been
registered for jobs in the Mari-
times. The improvement was
largely due to seasonal and temp-
orary work, and it was possible
that next spiing the unemploy-
ment rolls would be much higtier
than at present.

Body Not That Of

Escaped Gonvict_.

PORT HURON, Mich,, Aug. 20—
(CP)—Assured that a murder vie-
tim whose decomposed body was
found near here was not Nicholas
Minille, long-term convict escaped
from Kingston Penitentiary, police
tonight intensified efforts to iden-
tify the slain man.

Today's short-lived rumor was
the second in 10 days that Minille
had been murdered. Shortly after
his escape from the penitentiary
with Ulysses Lauzon, 25, of Wind-
sor, Ont, and Donald (Mickey)
McDonald, 40, of Toronto, police
investigated a report that Minille
had been slain near Guelph, Ont
There was no evidence to support
the rumor.

Lauzon and McDonald have been
linked with a $40,000 bank robbery
in Windsor last Friday and ace
believed by Windsor police still to
be hiding in that city.

Quoddy Project

WASHINGTON, Aug., 20 —(AP)
—President Truman has told call-
ers that he would like to see the
day when the Passamaquody tide
harnessing project off the Matme
coast is resumed and completed.

The White House confirmed
this today, but did not identify
the callers.

The Quoddy power project, a-
gain in the news because of efforts
to establish a training school for
displaced persons at a village
built for project workers, was
abandoned years ago when OCon-
gress refused -to* appropriate more
money for it.

The President was described by
a secretary as having called the
project a good one and was said
to have expressed the hope that
someday it will be revived and
completed. It was added, however,
that there are no immediate plans
for pushing the project.

New Greek Cahinet

ATHBENS, Aug. 29—(CP)—Con-
sbentin Tsaldaris, leader of the
Populist (monarchist) Party, to-
night organized a Greek Cabinet
entirely from his own followers
and set himself for a confidence
vote despite a solid opposition in
Parliament.

The all-Populist Cabinet, with
the full support of Rightist Gen.
Napoleon Zervas, was scheduled to
be sworn in later tonight at the
Roya] Palace by Archbishop Dam-
askinos, ending a seven-day gov-
ernment crisis.

The solution was contrary to the
efforts of United States represen-
tatives who throughout tried to
convince Greek leaders to get lo-
gether and form a broadly rep-
resentative government.

Sees No Immediate
Threat Of Global War

NEW YORK, Aug. 29—(AP)—
Gen. Dwight D. Eisenhower, in
an address he described as “some-
thing of an official farewell”, to-
day told the American Legion he
did not foresee “a global war as an
immediate threat.”

The United States Army Chief
of Staff and Supreme Commauder
of the Second World War, who
leaves militagy service early next
year to become head of Columbia
University, declared the world at
present ‘“comprises two  great
camps”—one grouped around dic-
tatorships and the other, demo-
cracy.

But, he said, “no great nation is
today In position deliberately to
provoke a long and exhausting
conflict with any hope of gain.”
Eisenhower's long-run view of
the internationa] situation was ess
optimistic, however.

OTTAWA, Aug, 29 —(CP)—Two
groups of farmer-taxpayers have
been established by the Revenue
Department n new regulations ex-
tending to farmer-taxation the
principle that farmers ‘may estab-
lish basic herds for income tax
purposes.
