For the first time in history, ex-
cept the tests made by Dr. Graham
Bell, at Baddeck, Cape Breton, the
people of Eastern Canada will have
an opportunity of witnessing aero-
plune flights at the - Greater St.
‘John Exhibition, to be held from
August 31st to September T7th. One
of Kurope's most noted - aviators,
Monsicur Emil»'Metach'.‘ has signed a
contract with the St. John Exhibi-
tion Association, to make two
flights daily, in a monoplane of the
Morok model.
