0f V.C. To Maj.
John Foote

OTTAWA, Feb. 12 — (CP) —
Maj. John Foote of Hamilton and
Port Hope, Ont., Canada’s 14th
Victoria Cross winner of the Sec-
ond Great War, today described
his V.C-winning exploits of the
bloody beaches of Dieppe as
“strictly in the line of duty.”

The tall, thick-set Presbyterian
Padre sald his part at Dieppe,
where he refused evacuation to
remain behind and assist the
wounded, later becoming a prison-
er, was a_ ‘“very ordinary piece of
work.” He added:—

“I don't think a man should be
a padre of a regiment and not go
where they go. Our regiment went
to Dieppe and I went along strict-
ly in the line of duty.”

Modest and quiet-spoken, Maj.
Foote puffed on his brier pipe and
turned the trend of talk to the
men of his regiment, the Royal
Hamilton Light Infantry — “the
brave ones who all did as much and
more than I did.””

Foote, a native of
Madoe, Ont., was made early to-
day by Defence Headquarters., He
was the ninth member of the
Canadian Army to win the coveted
award and the second Dieppe hero
to be so honored.

The citation said that after
landing on the Dieppe beaches he
became a first aid worker, operat-
ing from a post established in a
slight depression just deep enough
to give cover to men lying down.

Highway Traffic Is
Problem In Britain

BY MURIEL PENN

LONDON, Feb. 12 — (Reuters)—
Britain’s police forces today face
a peacetime problem—that of cop-
ing with the tremendous increase
in road traffic since the end of the
war.

London’s busy thoroughfares are
congested with queues—of automo-
biles, not citizens—which lengthen
weekly. .

Since the basic gasoline ration
was restored last June, permitting
the ordinary motorist to drive 150
to 200 miles a month, private cars
have been put back on the roads
in_increasing numbers.

With relaxation of the ban on
delivery of -goods and improved

bus services—it is estimated by
next month they will be back to
normal peacetime standards in

Central London—the pre-war prob-
lem of congestion has returned.

Already it takes twice and In
some cases three times as long as
a year ago to drive from one point
to another in London at peak traf-
fic periods.

London's traffic authorities are
seeking to solve these problems.

Long-term gsolutions include the
building of a ring road around the
most congested areas to take
through traffic off the old narrow
arteries of the East End, the City
(the heart of London), and the
West End, and provided with “fly
overs” to reduce intersections to a
minimum. One such circular road
was completed around the outskirts
of London just before the war and
already has proved its use in tak-
ing traffic off crowded roads in
the cuter industrial areas
