OTTAWA, April 12—Some $8,000,
000 of Public Works estimates were
pagsed by the House to-day. Hon,
Robt. Rogers prefaced the introduction
of appropriations for his ‘department
with a brief statement to the ‘effect
that in all $27,000,000 was being voted
but that only $17,000,000 was proposed
to be spent. The Minister polnted out
that in 1914, when war broke out,
although $48,000,000 of estimates had
been voted, his ‘Department had cut
down the expenditure to only $29,000,
000 and the following year had spent
but $19,000,000 of the $34,000,000 ap-
proved by Parliament.

Exception was taken by Hon. Wm.
Pugsley. and others to $10,000,000 of
ostimates which were not meant to be
expended being retained, and the mem-
ber for St-John moved to reduce one
statement.’ His motion was declared

lost on division, Mr Rogers explaining
that it was ‘desired to keep all votes
of which Parliament had approved in
the estimates until conditions became
such that expenditures could be made
under them,

Hon. Geo. P. Graham during the dis-
cussion raised his voice in warning
against what he considered would
prove ‘a future danger, that of mili-
taristic ideas in Canada following the
war. There' would be those, le
thought, who would seek to convert
this country into a permanent armed
camp, & condition which would repel
immigration.

Hon. Robt. Rogers, however, thought
that the Dominion which had been an
industrial and peace loving community
in the past, would be so again in the
future and had no doubt that Canada's
population would be greatly increased
by an influx of immigration |ntter' the
war.

QUARTERLY MEETING
BOARD OF TRADE

The quarterly meeting of the Char-
lottetown Board of Trade was held in
the Board Room last night, Mr.. A,
Pickard presiding. The Secretary Mr.
B.-H. Beer, submitted a number of
communications.

A letter was tead from Mr. Chipman,
Manager of the Plant Line, Halifax,
stating that the summer sailings with
Charlottetown would be resumed but
not before eirly in May as there was
a congestion of freight between Boston
and Halifax.

A lotter was received from the Sec-
retary of the Summerside Board of
Trade complaining aboat the inade-
quacy of the freight train service
west of Summerside, which was one
train every second day, and sugges-
ting that it should be every day, the
same as the summer schedule.

The matter was referred to the
Railway Time Table Committee to
deal 'with as they saw fit.

A letter was read from the Leth-
bridge Boatd of Trade with reference
to the Civil Service, recommending
the abolition of patronage and the
appointment of Civil Servants as the
result of competitive examinations,

On the motion of Mr. Tidmarsh se-
conded by Mt: Ji O. Hyndman, it was
agroed tq endorse the resolution so
far as it applied to Federal appoint-
ments. e

The Time Table Committee report-
ed through Mr. Jenkins, the action
being takon to get improved service
in connection with the introduction
of the summier schedule, especially
on the Mutray Harbor line.

TUESDAY EVENINGS SESSION.

The House resumed at 9.36 when
the committee stage of the Drainage
Tile resolution was resumed, Mr, A.
P. Prowse in the chair.

The PREMIER, in reply to an num-
ber of questions, stated that the lien
of the Gdvernment for the loans,would
be on the area on any farm  which
benefited from drainage plus sufficient
land for an outlet to a public road.
The area to be chargeable would be
determined by the report of the en-
gineer. The lien would be neither. a
mortgage nor a judgment summons
but the form of a minute which
would be lodged.

If the
schemo were largely taken advantage
of, the Government might consider the

The resolution was approved and
reported to the House,and the Premier
introduced the bill, which is down for
second reading tomorrow.

Won Five Vicloria
0’s and 494 Men-

tioned in Despatches inAddition to
Number of Foreign Decqraﬁons.

OTTAWA, April-12.—A list of decor-
ations and medals conferred upon
membersof the - Canadian  Expedi-
tionary force up to March 17 togclhm'a
with the names of those mentioned in
despatches was presented to parlia-,
ment today. The length of the list
testifies to the gallantry which the
Canadians have shown and to the high
value placed by the Imperial Govern-
ment upon other services not perform-
ed at the front. - Five Canadians
have been awarded the most coveted
decoration of the British Army, the,

Victoria Cross. They are Major R.
D. McCuaig, 13th Battalion; Capt. F.
A. (. Scrimmer, 14th; Lt, F. W, Camp-
bell, 1st; Lance Corporal F. Fisher
13th and Color Sergeant F. W, Hall,
8th. The military cross has been
conferred upon 61 officers and men;
the Royal Red Cross upon five nursing
sisters, The distinguished conduct
medals upon 130 officers and men and
no fewer than 494 Canadians have
been mentioned in despatches, In
addition to these imperial decorations
there” have been a number of forel,
decorations conferred upon Canaalans
by France and Russia.

P.E. Islacd Indian
At Buckingham Palace

The Guardian was shown yesterday
a letter reccived a few days ago by
Rev. J. A. McDonald, Grand River,
from Pte. J. J. Sark, now convales-
cing in a hospital in England after a
turn in the trenches. Pte. Sark Is a
son of Chief Sark of Lennox Island
and is one of fourteen Prince Edward
Island Indians now in the uniform of
the King and attached to different
units either at the front or on their
way there. Pte Sark was in several
engagements but was not wounded,
but became ill while at the front and
was sent to the Canadian Hospital at
Epsom, England where he has about
fully recovered and will shortly be
able to return to the front. He writes
an interesting letter and describes
an- entertainment given by their Ma-
jesties the King and Queen at the
Royal Mews, Buckingham Palace on
March 22nd to which he was invited.
His invitation card is enclosed and
reads as follows: “The  Crown
Equerry is commanded by the King
and Queen to invite Private J. J. Sark
to an euntertajnment at the Royal
Mews, Buckingham Palace, at which
their Majesties will be present, on
Wednesday, 22nd March 1916, at 2.30
p. m.,” The card bears the Royal
Arms and the autographs of several
of the ladies presgnt at the function,
among them “Maud Lansdowne,”
“Isobel Guthome Hardy’” and “Alice—"
In referring to the function he says
“ words fail me to describe it. Later
on 1 shall send you the programme
and you will be able to form some
idea of the afternoon we spent. We
left here at one p. m. As soon as
we arrived we had what they call tea
in the presence of their Majesties the
King and Queen, with nearly all the
Royal family and many ladies and
gentlemen.  That took us about half
an hour. Then we¢ went to a Theatre.
Before the King and Queen and the
royal family came the music conductot
taught us the choruses of the songs
and we sang them loudly and well. 1t
took seven horses to take us to Lon-
don, three for the Canadians, three
for the English and one for the Aus-
tralians, We arrived back at the bos-
pital at 9 p. m. We enjoyed oursel-
ves immensely. 1 would not have
missed it for the world.”

It is worthy’of note as well as most
praiseworthy to the Indians of Prince
Edward Island that they have given
to the service of their country a great-
er percentage, about five per cent
of ‘their population for service in this
war than any other nationality in Ca-
nada. Had all Canada come (o the
frout in the' same proportion the Ca-
nadian Army would now number 400,
000 men, .
