FEW BODIES IN THE THAMES.

(Manchester Guardian.)

A correspondent who has been on
special police duty up the river tells
me that one of the depressed industries
since the outbhreak o fthe war is that
of recovering hodies from the Thames.
The finder of a dead body who brings
it ashore is paid six shillings and six
pence. In normal times at the up-the-
river stations they would have reckon-
ed on recovering a dozen subjects al-
ready this month, but as it is they have
not had a single find. It is the same
right down the river. Rogue Rider-
hood’'s occupation is gone. In ordin-
ary times two hundred bodies a year
are found in the Thames, but since
the outbreak of war there have been
hardly any. [ do not give these as
official figures, but there is no reason
to doubt the general fact. The expla-
nation must be psychological. In a
time of national strain and suspence
perhaps people are not so absorbed in
their own sorrow and there are con-
sequently fewer suicides. We know
from the experience of the police force
that there has been much less crime
since the war began, and that, too,
may have helped to deprive the
Thames of its toll of bodies.
