ive of all good influences, and on
this particular occasion may be sugges-
tive of the rise and progress of Methodism
as well as the character of its influence,

Methodism has grown from a tiny
spring, having its source deep in the
mysteries of the thoughts of God, until
today it may be regarded as one of the
mightiest rivers -that have flown out
through the ages and the world for the
blessing of mankind. A little over a hun-
dred and fifty yearsagoit was astruggling
thought,divinely fostered in the heartand
brain of a man; today she is world-wide
and dominant, containing some thirty
millions of souls in members and adher-
ents; being more than are contained in
any other branch of Protestantism in the
Anglo Saxon world. “A little spring had
lost its way amid the grass and fern;
a passing stranger scooped a well, where
weary man might turn, He walled it
inand hung with care, a ladle at its
brink; He thought not of the deed he did,
but judged that toil might drink. He
pussed again and lo! the well, by summer
never dried, had cooled ten thousand
parching tongues and saved some lives
beside, A preacher dropped a holy
thought, ‘twas old and yet ‘twas new,
the simple story once again, yet strong
in being true. It shone upon a genial
mind, And lo! its light became a lamp of
life, a beacon light, a monitory flane,
The deed was small, the issue great. A
watch-fire on the hill; it sheds its radi-
ance far adown, and lights the valley
still.”Such is the far reaching chavacter of
influence whether of the individual or in-
stitution, By the operation of this flaw
Methodism was introduced into this Is-
land and into this western peninsula,

The story of the introduction of Method,
ism in P. E. Island is interesting not only
of itself, but because of the invimate re-
lation it had with John Wesley, the man
who, under God, stood at the head of the
movement. . The first Methodist on P. E.
Island was a man by the name of Ben-
Jjamin Chappell. He was a native of
London, a local preacher, lm\/'ing been con-
verted to God in the “old foundry” and
under the preaching of Mr. Wesley him-
self. These inti relations
long after Mr. Chappell's residence in
this country.

Mr. Chappell's coming to this country
was not of his own will, nor of the will of
man, but of God. Like the Apostle Paul
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he was shipwrecked and cast upon the
shores of an island where he at once began
to preach the gospel. But' unlike the
Apostle he remained to labour and live in
the land of his enforced adoption till the
end of his life  This saipwreck took place
in 1775 while on a voyage to Quebec, the
nlace being on the sand hills near New
London. Mr. Chappell soon removed to
Charlottetown where he continued to live
till 1825 when,fall of years and honors, he
was called up higher, Such are the
mysteries of Divine Providence,

“Gorl moves in a mysterious way,

His wonders to perform;

He plants His foot-steps on the sea

And rides upon the storm.”

Mr. Chappell found the religious con.
dition of the Island very dark, and he
sought by every means to improve mat-
ters in this respect, and did much to pre-
pare the way for the men who were to fol-
low. One of the first things he did was to
write Mr. Wesley and Rev. William
Black of Nova Scotia, who has been ap-
pointed to labour in Eastern British
America. As a result of these communi-
cations Mr. Black visited the Island in
the year 1783, eight years after Chappell's
ship-wreck, Mr, Black remained about a
fortnight, saw many indications of un-
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godliness, and no visible fruit of his toil.
On subgequent visits, however, many
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tufndd to the Lord. Mention might be
made especially of a visit made In 1704
when he was brought to Bedeque in an
open boat vby Nathaniel Wright and
at which place a Church was organized.
This was, I believe, the first organization
outside of Charlottetown. At Mr, Black's
first visit he met the Rey. Mr. Des.
Brisay, Rector of Charlottetown, at that
time the only Protestant minister on the
Island, though not long afterwards he
spenka of having met the Rev. Mr. Kelr
Presbyterian,

The introduction of Methodism into the
western part of P. E, Island, is, however,
a later, as well as another story, thongh
of course growing out of the former. At
the time Chappell and Black were laying,
deep and strong, the foundations of the
Church in Charlottetown and other adjac-
ent places, the west was, and for years
after, largely a wilderness, undeveloped
and almost unoccupied. Methodism,
however, here as elsewhere, kept pace
with the frontier and followed the earliest
migrations westward, In these times
Alberton was non-existent.

So far as western Prince County is con-
cerned the Bible Christian branch of
Methodism was the first to oecupy the
ground. The Rev. Francis Metherall was
the first Minister of this Church in this
country, coming here as a Missionary in
the year 1832. He was a good man and
laboured hard under very adverse circum-
stances, For a time he travelled on foot
over long distances both winter and sum-
mer, He first visited the west, it is sald,
in the year 1835, seventy years ago, cer-
tainly not later than 1836, iHence our
anniversary. His circuit-at this time ex-
tended fiom Sturgeon, near Montague, to
Cascumpec Village, This is somewhat
larger than the circuits of today.  About
this time, however, he had an assistant,
and the circuit was soon afterwards divid-
ed,

In the year 1847 the western work had
80 grown as to justify the removal
of Mr, Metherall from Vernon River to
West Cape which became the head of

NEw YORk, July 20—At a two-houry
session of the Equitable directors today,
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a circuit.Here Mr, Metherall inued to
labour till his retirement from the active
work of the ministry, and here he died,
and here his widow still lives. This West:
Cape circuit, for some years, included
Bideford and other places eastward, bt
about fifty years ago the western penin-
sula became a self contained circuit.
Hence our Jubilee,

During these years a goodly number of
‘Wesleyan Methodists had found their
way to the far west of P. K. Island,
but as yet they had mo organization or
Minister, Both of these, however, they
succeeded in securing in 1858 or forty-
seven years ago, with Robert Wilson as
the first minister. He had many appoint-
ments and preached the first Methodis
sermon in what is now Alberton ‘in tha
year. Two years later Alberton nppears
as a regularly organized appointment.
THhus we have another historic event to
celebrate, 3
This circult then embraced all the terri-
tory between Tignish and ‘West Cape,
Alberton soon becoming the chief centre
and finally the head of the circuit. The
head of the Bible Christian circuit contin-
ued to be West Cape, though both men
covered, to a' large extent, the same
ground till the union. It is significant
that on the same ground where, fifty
years ago one man found a scattered
membership and a scanty support there
are now three separate circuits with as
many Ministers, Then there were but one
or two churches while now there are nine,
beside several other preaching places, and
an ever increasing membership. Verily,
what hath God wrought! The Methodists
of P. E. Island now number about, 14,000,
and being one of the eight bodies of or-
ganized Christians here they are some-
thing above their natural proportion.
Moreover, they have had little or no gains
through immigration, so beneficial to
other denominations,

The early Bibie Christian records are in
the custody of the West Cape circuit,
while the early Wesleyan records are in
the custody of the Alberton circuit; and
each bear tne names and record the toils
of devoted and heroic menof God. A
number remain till this day, though
“some are fallen on sleep”, but they being
dead yet, speak. Details, however inter-
esting, from these records cannot here
be recorded,  One itemn only have we
space to reproduce; it is the record of the
first Quarterly Meeting of what i8 now
this circuit. It reads as follows:‘“Quar-
terly Meeting of the West, Cnpé Circuit
‘met at Bro, Eph. Strang’s, Lot 7, May
21st, 1861. Present, Rev. W. C. {Brown,
Superintendent; also, Theodore Wright
(circuit steward) E. Strang, J. Costain, E,
Crossman, R. McDonald, T, Steward, Geo,
Early, H, Cook, and J. Strang, Then
follows the business transacted.

It will be of interest here torecord the
names so far as possible of the men who
have laboured on this ground so far as
the Alberton circuit is concerned, They
are as follows: Robert Wilson, W.C,
Brown, R, Pratt, R, M. Smith, C. W.
