Isles, has been a point of
contention for some time, particu-
larly last winter when shortage in
the British market sent the price
sky-rocketing while Maritime Prov-
ince farmers held enormous stocks
which they were unable to sell at
any price.

At that time the Canadian Gov-
ernment sent an entomologist to
England to try to convince British
authorities that the beetle could not
follow the crop, At the same time
the Maritime Provinces sent a dele-
gation of which Mr. Smith was a
member, but it was a fruitless ef-
fort.
