The figures show that 79,000 farmers (resi-
dent farm operators) who, together with their
dependents, accounted for a farm population
of 352,000 across the country, were reported as
receiving agricultural material aid for subsist-
ence. This figure was a decrease of 4 per cent
from June, 1938, but an increase of 53.5 per
cent over July, 1937. Of this Dominion total,
310,000 were in the Province of Saskatchewan,
still reflecting the. effects of the drought situa-
tion in that Province in 1937. \Vhile the Sas-
katchewan total showed a drop of over 3 per
cent from the previous month, it still showed an
increase of 79 per cent from July, 1937.

The grand total of all classes of persons on
material and agricultural aid in July this vear
was approximately 830,000, a decrease of 4.3
per cent from June and an increase of 7 per
cent from July of the year before. As stated,
persons on non-agricultural material aid in-
cluded in this grand total had decreased * by
nearly 12 per cent in the year while persons on
agricultural aid had increased by 353.5 per cent
from July, 1937.

These fears as to Mr. Hearst's
intentions proved groundless. He
made great changes, <f course —
he had to, to make the place
habitable—but even hostile critics
had to admit that the changes were
in admirable taste. The preserv-
ers of ancient menuments should,
in fact, be grateful to him, With-
out him the old castle would prob-
ably have become a hopeless ruin,

What Mr. Hearst did was turn
St. Donat's into a superb modern
residence, while carefully preserv-
ing. its features as a mediaeval
fortress. It is wonderfully equip-

There are more than ninety
rooms, of which some thirty-odd
are bedrooms, each with its bath-
room. The huge baronial dining
hall seats more than 200. And
the whole place is filled with art
treasures of every conceivable
kind. Moreover the castle stands
in a park of 2,000 acres or more.
which contains among much else
a private golf course. In the old
Jousting ground is the finest swim-
ming pool in the whole country,
And all this has been main-
tained just as if the owner were
in residence. The golf course has
been mown and tended, the water
in the swimming pool has been
kept at the same temperature
winter and Summer, even the log-
fires have flamed and smculdered
in the huge, ancient fireplaces. All
ready, and all waiting, but, ex-
cept for the caretakers and guar-
dians, as silent and empty as an
enchanted castle in a fairy-tale, It
