T0 NATIONAL ASSEMBLY

PEKIN, May 9—An imperial edict
issued today authorizes the conclus-
jon of the Hukwang loan of $30,000,-
000 for railroad construction in Cen-
tral China. The loan was signed a
year ago this month by groups of fin-
anciers representing Great Britain,
the United States, France and Ger-
many. Despite provincial opposition
the amount of the loan to the Chin-
ese government remains at $30,000,-
000, and notwithstanding the elimina-
tion of a section of the railroad the
four groups of bankers will partici-
pate.

Another edict exhorts the viceroys
to aholish the production of opium
expeditiously, Great Britain having
consented, by the Anglo-Chinese
agreement signed - yesterday, to re-
duce the exportation of Indian opium
to China as rapidly as the home
growth is exterminated. The anti-
opium society is active iwand as the
country has been aroused it is be-
lieved the movement will completely
abolish the production of the poppy
within a few years.

The important edicts of today and
the one of yesterday, which abolish-
el the grand council, substututing
for it a constitutional cabinet of ten
members, indicate that the govern-
ment is assuming a responsibility
which  herctofore has lacked revolu-
tionary evidences, and that the as
sembly's unabated hostility has fore-
el the government to lead or be led.
