First Wash
In 200 Years

(British United Press.)
LONDON, Sept. 16.—The western
wall of the nave of Westminster Ab-
bey is at present a mass of scaf-
folding, half hiding the brilliant
riags of the great window. The rea-
son for this is that the Abbey is be-

, ing thoroughly cleaned.

Nothing of the kind has been at-
tempted for nearly two. hundred
years, not, in fact, since the great
restoration carried out by Sir Chris-
topher Wren and those who came
after him.

That restoration came to an end
in 1735, in which year. the glass of
the window was inserted. It does
not display the art of the craftsman
in glass at its best, perhaps; but it
is intensely interesting. It was car-
ried out by Joshua Ptice, a noted
artist of his day. who strove. his
best to maintain the old ideals whi~h
had come down to him, at a period
when he could have received: from
his eighteenth-century contemporar-
ies but little encouragement. Spec-
tators will be astonished when ihe
work of cleaning is completed at the
brilliant and beautiful coloring of
Jeshua Prince’s glass, which will
shine like a great mass of jewels.
