I! Extra Precaution in
Seed Selection

(Experimental Farm: News)

The barley and oat crop in Eas-
tern Canada in 1943 was not only
one of the shortest but, generally
speaking. one of the poorest qual-
ity crops that have been harvest-
ed for many years. This unfortu-
nate situation is of immediate
concern from the standpoint of
«feed requirements, but brings up
another serious problem, that of
locating sufficient seed of  good
quality for next sprln%‘s seeding.
On account of the Ia
much of the acreage normally de-
voted to these crops was not even
sown. In many cases the crops
were not only sown late, but under
very adverse soil  conditions
The late sown oats were, in many
areas, badly damaged from rust.
The wet weather continued in some
districts right through ghe harvest
season with the result that the
quality of the crops was lowered, in
some cases to the point, where the
grain was scarcely worth threshing.
A good deal of stooked grain suf=-
fered varying degrees of sproute
ing. As a result of these condi‘-
ions, there is a sarfous shortage of
grain suitable for seed  purposes
and this condition will be reflected
in the 1944 crop unless extra pre-
caution is taken in planning :eed

should help%requirements

Since large quantities of western
grown feed oats and ba
being brought to Eastern Canada
this winter, much of which is of
good quality, there is likely to be
a temptation on the part of many
farmers to use some of this grain
for seed purposes. It is well, how-
ever, to keep in mind that such
grain may be made up of a mixture
of varieties, all of which may be
quite unadapted to eastern con=-
ditions. The presence of wilt oats,
and other weed seeds, more or less
forelgn to. the east, will be intro-
duced lo eastern farms if this
grain is used for seed.

Provincial institution; are making
every effort to  make available
sufficient genuine seay of var-
ietles known to be reasonably well
2dapted to eastern conditions in
order to avoid the use of secd of
unknown varieties. Seed require-
ments, therefore, should be made
known without delyv to the ri-
cultural representative, so  that
the quantities needed in local dis~
tricts will be knoww in good tim.e.

Farmers who plan to use their
own grain for seed should not
fail to make certain that it will

REGINA, Jan. 18—(CP)—John
Bracken, national leader of the
Progressive Conservative  party,
told a nomimation meeting = here
last night that “the only thing I
would like to do before I pass on
is to try and put the farmers on &
falr and even keel.”

John G. Diefenbaker of Prince
Albert and sitting member was
unanimously nominated candidate
for Lake Centre constituency in
the next federal general election.

“I've lived on a farm all my life,”
Mr. Bracken sald. “....I want to
corrob the inferior position into
which agriculture has been allow-
ed to fall.” 5

He sald his party would seek to
raise prices by increasing demand
through expansion of home and
forelgn markets, not by decreasing
the supply.

“No agriculture can be .sound
with prices going up and down all
the time,” he added.

“If they can put a ceiling on pri-
ces in wartime then they can put
a floor under them in peace time.”

2. Fair prices for farmers.

Often the farmer seed grower de-
fers his over winter seed cleaning
until late in the spring because of
uncertainty as to whether his seed
is going to find a market. The us-
ual result is that he is often too
busy in the spring to do a thorough
job, On the other hand, the grower
who has a mouse proof room can
have his seed cleaned, bagged and
weighed ready for inspection lat-
er on at his leisure durine the
winter months.

it is advisable to conserve all av-
ailable seed.

For the ordinary farmer, -
though there are well equi ped
seed cleaning points all over Can-
ada, these facilitles may be beyond
his reach and he has to clean and
grade his seed on the farm. While
a large power unit is capable of
doing a better job of seed cleaning
than the small fanning mill, yet
satisfactory results can be obtain-
ed by the farm fanning mill The
labour of handling and cleaning
seed on the farm may be consid-
erably reduced where the layout
pernits the elevation of the seed
from the cleaner to an overhead
bin. From this bin the seed can
be spouted back for the necessary
second and third cleaning to make
a satisfactory job.

An important feature of any seed
cleaning machine, whether or not
it is large or small, is the combin-
ation of sleves used. The top scal-
ping sleve should be barely large
enough to let the grain through, the
larger material being separated off.
The size and shape of the seed
being cleaned naturally determines
the slze of grading screens to be
used. In some seasons and _ for

some varieties, sieve§ of #Iferent
sizes may be required. Informat-
lon as to where the matgvial for
making sleves may be purchased
may be obtained zy applying to
the nearest Don :ion Experimen-
tal Station, Agric..iural College, or
Agricultural Representative.
