The fact thay the men who have
been in nominal control of the

government of France have ordered

the Armed Forces of France to

offer resistance to m'litary forces

of the United Nations sent to as-

sist the iiberation of France from
Nazi domination, makes it perfectly

clear that there no longer exists
in France a Government that has
any effect.ve independent existe
ence; in other words, that there
no longer exists in F.ance a legal
or constitutional goverrment in
any sense representative of the
French people, but only a German
puppet governiment. In these cir-
cumstances the Canadian Governe
ment has ceased to recognize the
present government at Wichy as
being De Jure Governmeni of
F.ance and diplomatic relations
with Vichy are accordingly terme
inated.
