GENEVA, Oct, 16—Its future
cast into uncertainty by Germany's
abrupt withdrawal, the
Disarmament Conference today
adjourned as soon as it opened.
Before it reassembles Oct. 26 the
various statesmen will consult with
their governments as to the pos-
sible courses open.

Determination that the’
towards disarmament must not be
halted was voiced by Arthur Hen-
derson, chairman of the confer-
ence, but in Berlin Foreign Min-
ister Konstantin Von curath
made it plain Germany would
have nothing to do with the con-
ference 5o long as the great pow-
ers, in her view, refuse to accord
her equallty.

Decision of the conference when
it reassembles, Mr. Henderson said,
will be fraught with far-reaching
political consequences, For, if Ger-
many insists on rearming in vio-
iation of the Treaty of Versailles,
subscquent steps may involve sanc-
tlons. Probability was seen the
delegates would return to Geneva
determined to frame a convention
along lines already generally agreed
—but a convention that will not
operate until Germany is willing
to sign. It was believed that con-
vention would recognize the prin-
ciple of eventual equality of arms
but would not recognize rearming
as a part of disarmament,
