'Hears address
‘ByDr. C. K. Gunn

“It was found by experiments car-

f ried out at the Dominion Experi-
mental Fox Ranch that greater pro-
duction resulted in groups of foxes

the statement advanced by Dr. C.
K. Gunn, Superintendent of the
Government  Experimental  Fox
Ranch, Summerside, in an address
to the Charlottetoter Fox Club in
the Market Building last night.

A large number of fox breeders
were in attendance and listened with
interest to the enthusiastic lecture
given by Dr. Gunn. The chairman,
Mr, Harry Tidmarsh introduced the
speaker and explained that the
exccutive of the club had decided
to hold a number of lectures this
year instead of having the regular
meetings. He expressed the grati-
tude of the Club to the Mayor of
Charlottetown for placing the meet-
ing place at their disposal.

Dr. Gunn thoroughly explained
the use of the vaginal smear test
In detecting the time females come
in heat. This test was used in ex-
periments to determine the time to
mate females in order to get the
maximum production,

It was found from these experi-
ments that greater litters re ulted
when foxes were mated early.

He told of experiments which
were carried on in California show-
ing that platinum like foxes can
be produced by feeding diets differ-
ing in certain vitamins such as sub-
stances belonging to the vitamin B
complex, which produces the grain
of the fur in rats, guinea pigs and
foxes,

The important point to note is
that such platinum type animals are
not mutations and if not sterile—
which 1s often the case —they will
produce only standard silver foxes
he sald. He advised foxmen to s
the progeny of platinum foxes be-
fore paying high prices for the ani-
‘mals,

outline of the advantages of line
