1. And God remembered Noah—
Spoken after the manner of mer., for God
forgets not any of us. He remembered
Noah, and the evidence is in the fact
that the storm ceased and tne ark rested
on the mountains of Ararat.

Noah
was six hundred -years old when he
entered into the ark, and his faith in
God preserved him amid the Deluge.
