1 have ever scen—it made the night like day-
light. The next incident was a mine on the end
of a parachute, and I saw the burst, the most
terrible thing I have ever seen; it razed a.whole
block of dwellings. Shortly after we saw, half
a mile away, another stick of six bombs explode,
anrl then, two streets away, another stick of five.

“We could sce all this, as we live on the top
flocr of our house, and although we went to
the shelters in the basement in the ecarly days,
we now stay in our flat, having, since a 500-lh.
bomb hit the t6p of one of the shelters and kill-
ed nine people, learned where the only true shel-
ter lies—in the understanding of the orst
Psalm,

The Fowler Outburst

(Saint John Telegraph-.lownal)
It would seem that one R, M.
Fowler, of Toronto, who held a
somewhat minor position in the
Rowell-Sirois Commission, has tak-
en upon himse.f the entire respons=-
ibility for torcing the provisions of
this report down the throats of the
provincial governments of Canada,
His most recent effort was in reply
to an address by Arthur W, Roe-
buck, in which that gentleman was
taken to task for daring to express
an opinion which might be mtei=
preted as antagonistic to the find-
ings of the Sirois' Commission.

For those who do not know him,
we may explain that Mr. Roebuck
is a former attorney-general for On-
tario, and is at the moment a mem-
ber of the Canadian House of
Commons. That a man in his po-
sition should have the temerity to
even question the findings of the
Sirois Commission must have startl-
ed Mr, Fowler as apparently it is
not, in the latter's judgment, proper
that a mere member of Parliament
in this country should even think of
speaking out In meeting, and come-
mit the still greater oftence of ex-
pressing his own opinion in regard
to a document as sacred as the
Sirois Report

In his etfort to force the findings
of the Sirois Commission down the
throats of the provincial govern=-
ments of Canada, Mr. Fowler aid
not hesitate to attack the credit of
seven or eight of the nine provinces
of this couniry. He also induigeu
in an absolutelv unjustified and un-
truthfw attack on conditions in the
province of New Brunswick and ac-
cused the government of this pro=
vince of allowing New Brunswick
children “to go uneducated and dis-
eased.”

In an editorial published some
days ago in this newspaper, we ex=
pressed the cpinion that the find-
ings of the Sirois Report shou d not
fully endorsed or fully condemn-
ed.
