Group Holds
Poultry Pool

The first poultry pool in the
Province this season was held yes-
terday morning when - the boys
and girls of the Morell Junior
Poultry Club held a co-operative
pool and marketed the majority
of their early chickens, The chick-
ens were bought by the Swift
Canadian Co. of Charlottetown.

Poultry were first marketed this
way in the Province last year
when the Rustico Boys and Girls
Club held a poultry pool. There
was only one such event in tha
Province last year, but it is ex-
pected that seveval poultry clubs
will market their fowl in a sim-
ilar manner this season,

Messrs, C. S. Scranton, Poultry
Fieldman of the Dominion Depart-
ment of Agriculture, and Hugh
MacLean, Agricultural Represent-
ative of the Provincial Depart-
ment of Agriculture took active
parts in helping to organize the
pool.

The Morell boys and girls have
developed one of the most out-
standing clubs on the Island since
their organization on January 25.
They have a membership of 25,
headed by Robert Webster as pre-
sident, Gerard MacCarthy as vice-
president, and Miss Irene Hooper
as secretary. *

MONTREAL, Aug. 2 —(CP) —
.A central Canadian agency for the
fixing of all transportation rates
was urged by Dominion Steel ard
Ooal Corporation today before the

Royal Commission on Transpor-
tation,
Dosco proposed the agency be

set up either through a constitut-
fonal amendment or by agreement
between the Provinces, which con-
trol trucking, and the Dominion,
which has jurisdiction over other
forms. of transport.

The corporatior, in a brief and
in testimony submitted to the ccm-
mission as it continued a country-
wide tour of inquiry into trans-
portation problems, also deciared.

1. The powers of the Board
of ‘Transport Commissiomers,
the regulatory body of the
railways, should be widened to
enable it to set freight rates in
such a way that trade pat-
terns would not be disrupted.

2. Last year’s 21-per-cent gen-
eral freight-rate increase award-
ed the railways by the board
had seriously affected the pos-
ition of Dosco’s Maritime-pro-
duced steel products in ccmpet-
itive markets and knocked out
advantages conferred on the
seaboard Provinces' shippers by
the Marjtime Freight Rates
Act of 1927.

3. Freight-rate increases on
steel products should be limited
to dolars-andcents amounts
on similar products going to
the same markets in order to

preserve competitive relation-
ships,
4. Alternatively, Canada

should use the United States

formula of holding down rate

increases on steel to a maximum

80 cents per ton. Dosco said

the increases orr some of its

hauls were as high as $269 a

ton, ccmpared to considerably

less than that for competitors
nearer the markets.

A second submission before the
commissioners  today was from
Seraphin Ouimet, Montreal civil
engineer and surveyor, who called
for re-financing of the railways
through a government-appointed
custodian, to cut down their debt
interest.

The steel comporation, in a for-
mal brief and in oral evidence giv-
en by executive vice-president L.
A. Forsyth of Montreal, declared
the proposed central tribunal for
fixing rates was the only way to
assure justice to shippers ard to
all forms of carrier services.

At present, the brief said, low-
rate trucking competition in
Ontario had glven competitors an
advantage over Dosco  in that
market. This was in conflict with
the principle that rate structures
should keep in balance the basic
rights of shippers.

During the session, Mr. Forsyth
became involved in a series of
bouts with Ian Sinclair, Camadian
Pacific Railway counsel, who want-
ed Dosco to produce figures on its
costs of hauling raw materials to
its Nova Scotia plants since it was
asking “special privileges.”

Mr. Forsyth waunly denied that

the comparyy wanted any special
privilege, declaring all it asked
was that it should not have to pay
higher rate increases on its pro-
ducts than competitors located
closer to markets.
Mr. 8inclair contended that
Dosco had an advantage over com-
petitors in that it got its raw mat-
erials for the plant at Sydney, N.
8., more cheaply than those in
Upper Canada, since it had its own
coal mines near the plant and got
iron ore and mherl materials by
a cheap water haul.

Thu? factors had to be taken
into account, he said, as well as
the longer haul to market on the
finished product.

The commission reserved decis-
fon on whether the company would
have to produce all informationon

In making the recommendation
the board said:

“Only a limited number of air
channels are available.

Australia.

U. S. Plot In

'Czechoslovakia

PRAGUE, Aug. 2 — (AP) —The
Communist press claimed today a
Joint Vatican-American plot to
provoke civil war in Czechoslovakia
over the church-state controversy
had been foiled. i

The charge was made by the:
Communist party organ, Rude
Pravo, which claimed an “Organ-
lzation X", allegedly under
United States high command, was
working to ‘“organize espionage,
sabotage and diversion in coun-
tries that have abandoned the
capitalist system.”

In a long article ent#led “The
Vatican  Fifth  Column,” Rude
Pravo's foreign commentator, An-!
dre Simone, named Allen Dulles,'
brother of Senator John Foster
}lelles, as chiet of “Organization

»

Simone also listed Francis Car-
dinal Spellman, of New York.f
whom he described as “The Pope’s
Hjalmar Schacht”, as one of the‘
organization's numbers, |

(In New York, Dulles said he
knew nothing about the report.)

“The Vatican spy service led by
a general of the Jesuit Order, Jan-:
son, and under the direct controi!
of the State Secretary of the Vati-
can, Montinl, co-operates directly
with Organization X in its en-
deavor to cause chaos in the peo-
ples’ democracies,” the Communist
writer said.

(The Vatican today identifird a
Father John Baptist Janssens as
general of the Soclety of Jesus.)

The Rude Pravo article said:
“Only thanks to the eternal watch-
fulness of the peoples’ democratic
governments have the attempts of
Organizaztion X been folled.”

SURVEY SHOWS
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In the Maritimes the average
family contained four persons;
Ontario 3.4; the Prairies 3.7, and
British Columbia 3.3,

An indication that family al-
lowances are not producing the
expected effect is that fewer chii-
dren were born in Canada last
year despite the fact there were
more people in the country.

In 1947 with the population
standing at 12,582,000 there were
20,942 babies born each month.
Last year with the average pop-
ulation up to 12,883,000 the month-
ly average of births was down to
26,807,

The drop was consistent for each
of the nine Provinces which made
up Canada at the time. .

In May of this year 148,663 cheq-
ues were issued on behalf of 282,-
282 children. The ratio of cheques
and children is roughly 1-to-2, in-
dicating that while there are many
more families, the average num-
ber of children of baby bonus age
hasn't changed in four years.

The same situation is generally
true of all Provinces except
Prince Edward Island where there
has been a slight increase in theI
average number of .children per |
family receiving allowances. |

In July, 1945, P. E. I. mailed 11,- |
702 cheques for 29,207 children, In r
May this year 12,950 cheques were
mailed for 32744 children. |
Quebec mailed 354,881 chequesl

for 1,029,246 children in July, 1943,
compared with 491,620 cheques to
1,309,883 children in May this
year.

In Ontario the increase in the
number of cheques from 1845 to
1049 was 194,596 and the increase
in the number of children was
350,045.

New Brunswick had 16,928 more
cheques and 39,908 more chjldren:
Nova Scotia 25,139 more fheques
and 53,102 more children.
