minister of health and labor for
New Brunswick and the first min-

He had been ill for months after
a serious operat'on and suffered a
relapse recently. :

First elected to the provincial
legislature in 1917, Dr. Roberts was
appointed minister cf health the
next year, He was re-clected in
1921 and held the same portfolo
until defeated at the polls in 1925,
When Liberal candidates swept
Conservatives from power in 1935
Dr. Robert; had a large plurality
in Saint John Oity. He became
minister of health and labor In
the Dysart Government.

His career was closely connected
with the cause of public health in
New Brunswick. He believed the
matter should be supervised by a
governmental department with a
mini-ter at its head. His ideas
were embodied in the Health Act
which he piloted through the leg-
islature in 1918.

BUCHAREST, Feb. 11— (Friday)
—Dr, Miron Cristea, patriarch of
the Rumanian Orthedex Church,
today became Premier of Rumania
after the anti-Semitic cabinet of
Premier Octavian Goga resigned.
The 68-year-old church head,
who at first refused King Carol's
plea to take over the Government,
formed a cabinet of centre and
Liberal orientation which will rule
without parliament.
He became a virtual

d%cta!or.

BUCHAREST, Rumania, Feb. 10
—The anti-Semitic and economic
measures of _Premier Octavian
Goga brought the downfall today
of his six-weeks old cabinet.

Gieorge Mironeseu af once stari-
ed forming a new cabinet with
every prospecht of success. Miron=-
escue, three times premier, wealthy
brewery owner and university pro-
fessor, was exp2:ted to have his
cabinet  complete shortly, Author-
itative sources caid that Goga,
leader of the minority National
Christian Party, would not be in
the cabinet.

King Carol Active

Goga handed his resignation to
King Carol in mid-afternoon after
a day of mounting indications of
his fall from favor. During the
day King Carol held private aud-
iences with nearly all the living
former premiers of Rumania in
an effort to find a way out of
the crisis.

One of those was Juliu Manlu,
leader - of the Nasional Peasant
rarty, who saw the King for the
first time in four years. Maniu,
after his interview with the King,
announced his party would not be
represented in the new govern-
ment but would give -Mironescu,
one of the party leaders, every
support.

Political circles expressed bellef
that after a short time the Miron-
‘escie Government would give way
to a Peasant Party administration
headed by Maniu.

Likely Policies

The main policies of the Miron-
escue administration were consid-
ered likely to be democracy, toler=
ance, financial stability and friend-
ship with France. The new prem=
ier's cabinet, it was indicated,
would reject Goga's radical anti-
