QUEBEC, Nov. 2 —(CP)— A
fascinating ploture of food prod-
ucers happily and profitably work-
ing the rural areas to suoply the
world, and artisans equally well
ocoupied in urban areas to produce
the things need:d to make farm
life pleasant is part of the gen-
eral objective of the United Nat-
fons Food and Agriculture Organ-
imtion,

Delsgates from more than 40
nations were travelling' homeward
today from the F.A.O. conference
which ended yesterday on a high
note of but with a strong
realization that they have takenon
a man-size job of world reforma-
tion.

A large part of the conference
group went to Washington where
temporary headquarters of the
FAO. will go to work a3 onoe
under Sir John Boyd Orr, Scottish
nutrition ploneer, who was elected
director general.

It is Sir John's idea that the
world of tomorrow should kring
happiness, comfort and prosperity
to the farm producers equal to
that available to urban dwellers.

Given the right kind of co-oper-
aton among the world’s govern-
ments and the right kind of advice
from the F.A.O. Sir John sees no
reason why a world of plenty and
equality should be difficult to
achieve.

Farmers want good roads, good
schools, motor cars, power mach-
inery, radios, telzphones, electric
gadgets, movies and all the amen-
itles most of them do  without
under present conditions.

Since they are producing the
basic essentials for world survival,
they should be able to do it under
as pleasant and as desirable cir-
cumstances as thosz in urban areas
whose production caters more to
the amenities and comforts than
to the vital needs of mankind.

Economic arrangements for a
suitable exchange of services be-
tween these two classes provide
the secret for success of the F.A.O.
and all those participating in the
organization realize it is a tremen-
dous task.

But the world organization for
war was a tremendous task, the
achievement of which many, in-
cluding Sir John, call® miraculous.
Now, Sir John is looking for a
peac: miracle, and if he
succeeds only in a small degree, it
will be a great accomplishment.

States. Fatalfties totalled 326,000
and 262,000 for the United King-
dom and the United States respect-
ively. British Empire casualties
were 1515,000 including 429,000
killed.

Allied and neutral shipping losses
during the war totalled 4,770 ships
displacing 21,000,000 tons. Of these
vessels 2,770 were sunk by U-boats,
11,900 of them in the North Atlan-
tic.

Approximat:ly 700 U-boats were
sunk in the North Atlantic—462
by British-controll:d forces and 151
by United States-cntrolled forces.
