INDIANAPOLIS, IND,, Oct. 2.—’
Hverything is said to'be in readiness
tor. the'trial before the present term
of the Criminal Court of Dr. Willia
B. Craig, dean of the Indiapa Veter
inary College and Alonzo M. Rags-
dale, a local undertaker, jointly i
dicted by the Marion county . grand
jury on the chgrge of having murder.
ed Dr. Helene Knabe during the night
of October 23, 1911. The case had
originally been set for June 23, but
went over because the lawyers for
the defense had appealed to Judg:
Markey for more time to prepare the
fense. The prosecution has ~ been
ready for a long time and it is not
believed that the court will grant
any further delays upon the request
of the defense unless some good rea-
son is shown.

The trial will, undoubtedly, attract
a great deal of attention, partly on
account of the social prominence of
the two accused men, partly owing
to the mysterious circumstances sur-
rounding the crime. Both Dr. Craig
and Mr. Ragsdale are wealthy men,
have been well known and respected
in social circles throughout the city
for many, years and are well con-
nected. Their indictment on Decem-
ber 30, 1912, by the grand jury on
the ~ cHarge of murder ' created a
tremendous sensation.

Dr. Helene Knabe, the victim of
the murder, was a handsome Roman
of thirty-five years, highly respected
as a Roman and asg a scientist  of
great promisc. She was born’  in
Germany, the danghter of an engine-
or in the German army and came to
America when ' quite young. She
graduated from the Tndiana College
of Medicine and, having specialized in
bacteriology, became bacteriologist
in the State laboratory of the 'In-
diana Board of Health. A few yesr:
ago she resigned to devote herself to
the study of hygiene and the patho-
logy of child birth. She lived alone
in an apartment on the groundfloor
‘'of an apartment building not ' far
from the bnsiness section of the city
and devoted most of her time to
study. Her private life was always
believed to be above suspicion.

When Miss Katherine McPherson,
Dr. Knabe's -~ assistant, entered the
apartment of her employer .on the
morning of October 24, 1911, she
found Dr. Knabe dead upon' her bhed,
with ‘her head almost severed  from
the hody. Her hody was naked, her
night robe rolled up under her arms
and a pillow upon her throat. Miss
McPherson called a physician,  who

Knabe’s apartment onithe night = of
the murder, but the prosocution is
confident to be able to connect Dr.
Craig with the crime. Mr. Ragsdale,
it is believed, .was, only an accessory
after the fact.
