WASHINGTON, Jan.1—A source
close to the White House disclosed
today that President Roosevelt had
conferred with other United Statcs
‘administration leaders on a tenta-
tive plan for abolishing child lab-
or, shortening working hours, and
raising “starvation wages.”

Although details of the plan re-
mained to be worked out by legal
experts, its chief features were:

1, A federal regulatory agency
with broad powers to fix minimum
wage and hour stardards for all
firms engaged in Interstate com-
merce,

2. A “re-definition of interstate
‘commerce by Congress, to bring
much industrial production, as well
as distribution, under federal sup-
ervision, ‘

Purely local enterprises would be
exempt, but major industries—such
as steel, coal, automobiles, and tex-
tiles—which vitally affect the en-
tire United States would be defin-
ed as part of interstate commerce.
