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Inspiring Sermon
By Dr. Legate

“What 1s the Bible” was the sub-
Ject of the sermon delivered by Rev.
Dr. R. Moorhead Legate at St.
James' Church yesterday morning.
This was the second of a pre-Eas-
ter series.

Following was the sermon:

IX Peter 1-21—"“Holy men of old
spoke as they were moved by the
Holy Ghost.”

Supposing I were addressing a
gathering of people who knew noth-
ing of the Bible, or a literary soci-
ety which was mainly interested in
the Bible as a book, I would deal
very differently with the subject of
the Bible from the way in which I
am led to do this morning. Be-
cause, speaking,.as I am, to a con-
gregation of Christian people who
accept the Bible as God's Book, and

to salvation, I feel that I need do
little more than to refresh your
minds about the importance and
preciousness of the Bock. In spite
of what are called “liberal views"
about the Bible, we can say that
our Church as a whole sisads lny-
ally to the old conception of the

our subordinate standards of belief,
the Westminster Confession and
our Cathecisms; and that, as we
khow, is that “the Scriptures prin-
cipally teach what man is to believe
concerning God, and what duty God
requires of man,” and further that
“the word of God, which is con-
tained in the Scripture of the old
and new testaments, is the only rule
to direct us how we may glorify and
enjoy God.” Which just means this,
that we, as members of the great
Presbyterian Church, hold the book
we call the Bible as the supreme

3 rule of our faith and as the supreme

directory for the living of our lives.
And so what I am going to try and
do just now is to present you with
four or five examples of how the
Bible justifies its claim in our text
to be the booM which holy men of
old wrote as they were moved by
the Holy Ghost: that this book is
divine in & sense-that no other book
is, a book apart from all other books
and in a class by itself. The first
evidence of the divine authorship of
the Bible to which I call your at-
tention is the astonishing harmony
of its contents and unity of its
parts. When you recall that the
Bible consists of sixty-six separate
books which were written by at least
forty different authors, ranging in
occupation from kings to fishermen,
and that a period of fifteen hun-
dred years elapsed from the writ-
ing of the first chapter to the writ-
last chapter, you would
y expect to find variance,
11 sorts of discrepancies in
. But you find nothing of

On the contrary, you find
a harmonious whole, the histories
fitting with exactness into the
prophecies, and the prophecies dove-
tailing into the Gospels. Of no oth-
er book or collection of books on any
one subject can this be said. This
notable feature of the Bible in itself
must lead you to the conclusion that
it is of more than human workman.
ship, that the Divine Hand is evid-
ent in it all, that the only way to
account for the “lay-out” of the
Bible is that “Holy men of old spoke
as they were moved by the Holy
Ghost.”

Again, you have evidence of the
divine authorship of the Bible it
the perfection of its standard of
morality, Take the ten command-
ments and place them side by side
with the teaching of Jesus Christ,
especially with the Sermon on the
Mount, which is really their highest
interpretation, and you have laid
down for human conduct every duty
that man should fulfil, and every
wrong from which man should ab-
stain. The laws that have been
madé by men have often had, by
force of circumstances, to be alter-
ed, added to, subtracted from, and
sometimes to be erased altogether
from the statute-books of nations.
But in the moral code of the Bible,
we have a set of laws covering come
pletely the outward and inward im-
pulses of mankind, so inclusive and
perfect that human codes have bas-
ed themselves upon it, and that it
has never needed to be revised.
Surely this too justifies the Bible's
claim: that “holy men of old spoke
as they were moved by the Holy
Ghost.”

Still another evidence of the Bib-
le’s divine authorship is to be seen
in the striking and remankable ful-
|fnmem of ils prophecies. I may

bout to give you on a former occa-
sion, but they will stand repetition.
In Bible times there stood on the
northern coast of Palestine the city
of Tyre, populous, proud, beautiful
and prosperous, known throughout
the whole world of the ancients.

| holds its own as the one book com-
! pletely adapted to the needs of men
land women today as much aseit
was before its ink was dry. It has
| by far the largest circulation of any
{ book in tlie world today, and, in the
i circumstances, that could only be
{ the case with a book of which it is
| said—“holy men of old spoke as they
were moved by the Holy Ghost."
And lastly, the highest evidedie
of all for the divine sources of the
Bible is that it changes the heart
and life and leads the soul back to
God. This is so evident, so well-
known to everybody, that it requires
no elaboration, There are those be-
fore me this morning for whom the
Bible has done this. There are thost
known to you for whom the Bible
has done this. Blessed by the Spir-
it of God, the reading of this Book
is daily working the miracle of lead-
ing men and women out of darkness
into light, and out of death into life.
We should by every means possible
seek to get at the kernel, the very
heart and centre of what the Bible
is and why it was given to us. There
are a thousand reasons why we
should value the Bible. There is its
literary charm which makes it so
well worth our reading for the sake
of its purity of style and beauty of
expression. There is the invaluable
mass of historical annals which it
alone contains. There is the human
appeal of it, the blographies of men
and women like ourselves in their’
struggle with the problems of life.
There is the uplift of it, the stimulus
you find on every page to play the
man and put your best foot forward,
But these features of this marvel-
Jous book are far from being the es+
sence of the Bible. If this were all
that the Bible contained, it could
never have won the place it has in
the affection and reverence of men
and women. It has something more
than that to give us. The Bible owes
its uniqueness to the fact that it
gives God to us in Jesus Christ, His
Son. It is the loving and merciful
message of the Eternal Father to
you and me, His children. And- it
is not a mere message or record—it
is a power that leads us to the
Cross, and when we are led to the
Cross we come as near to God as
men may come in this mortsl life,
and find the only resting-place for
our souls.
