The priest is training with Unit-
ed States officers in parachute
companies, as he intends to return
to his followers in France by para-
chute after he has completed con-
ferenccs with the French commit-
tee of liberation.

Elected to the House of Commons
for Champlain in 1908, Mr. Blon-
