There are other factors
which ‘influence the - results, but
when the group is over twenty
thousand, it 15 likely fair to assume
that these other factors will af-
fect the breast-fed and the arti-
ficially-fed to the same degree and
extent.

A study of what happened to
these twenty thousand bables
showed that the bables who were
breast-fed had, by far, the lowest
amount of sickness, and there were
far fewer deaths among them than
artificlally-fed.

This will
emphasizé for mothers the im-
portance of not , weaning their
babis before the proper time be-
cause of some idea that an arti-
ficial food is just as good for the
baby as the natural food.
