The
outcome of it all ig the succinct
advice to car owners who comtem-
plate having old casings retreaded,
that they shall be quite sure that
they arc dealing with an honest
workman before they trust their
tires to him.

“To begin with let us say, that
it is possible for a conscientiour
workman to take a tire that has
just about run its course,” says the
writer, “and to put on it a new
tread which will add considergble
mileage to its useful life, To do
this the tire must have an absolute-
1y sound carcass. The fabric base
must be good and the new treas
must be as carefully compounded
and laid on as was the original,
