Another . man named Villéneuve
was struck blind by a star shell, and
went fourteen months from hospital
to hospital fruitlessly. Eventually
he reached. Rumsgate, where special
treatment restored his sight, and he
's now on active service again in
France.

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STRANGE JOBS ARE
DEVELOPED BY WAR.

One Is desruction of three and a half
million  condensed milk cans
each month,

The present war has developed
unucual cmployment for a large num-
ber but probably a group of Ameri-
cans in Belgium has the king pin of
all strange jobs.

Fancy finding employment in the
counting of abodut three and a half
million empty condensed milk cans
each month and seeing that they are
reporting the same tp the British
Government. This is what g detail
of the Bcelglan  Relief Commissien
has to do and its job is a serious
one, humorous as the aspect may be
from this distance.

When things were running smooth-
ly as far as the importing of food
into Belgium was concerned so that
the seven million people there might
be kept from starvation there was a
sudden order from Great Britaip that
the importation of condensed milk
could be tolerated no longer as it
had been found that the empty cans
were. being used by the Germans for
the manufacture vf bombs.

Here was a serious condition but the
Belgian Relief Committee ha be-
come accustomed to such things ana
mastered it, Cows were few in
Belgium. and children many and milk
a necessity. The cutting off of "the
supply would mean starvation to
thousands of these tots so the com-
mittee agreed ~ with Britain that if
the importation of the milk were per-
mitted the cans would be destroy-
ed,

One ton of condensed milk means
2100 cans-and the importation in one
sectionp by the committee consisted
of 1660 tons or 3,465.000 cans— all
to be destroyed after being emptied

S ———
The Committe¢ men attacked
job. They count the cane, dumb
them in trenches and destroy them
beyond the possibility of their ever
being used by the German for. bomb
casings.

This-ie but one of the numerous
difficulties that this immense orga-
nization has overcome. These men
and women working without compen-

the

sation, making many sacrifices, are
carrying on the greatest work of
humanity the world has ever known

and they balk at no details and ne
reserve that presents itself. 'Their
only regret is that there is not more
food, more relief, sent to make their
duties heavier.

They know the conditions, they
know that Belgians are starving and
that they are getting but half the
ration that is dealt out to a soldier.
