Good butter comes from good
cream and from no other source,

K. Johns, of the Central Bxperi-
mental Farm, who has made a long
study of the factors that enter in-
to cream  quality, issues  the
warning that the temperaturc at
which the unwashed separator bowl
is held is one of the principal con-
siderations. By flushing with two
gallons of cold water immediately
after separating and keeping the
bowl where the temperature does
not rise above 65 degrees Fahr,
and agan flushing with cold water
before the next run, bacterial con
tamination can be reduced to a low
figure. :

Flushing with hypochlorite prac-
tically eliminated contamination
Where the bowl is held overnight
at 80 degrees Fahr, the flushing
treatment 1s insufficient to prevent
serious contamination ,although the
bacterial counts for the hypochor-
ite treatment will be lower than
for cold water flushing
