Increase of Five Dollars MOnthly Sep-
aration Allawance.

RECEIVE §25

January Cheque to Dependents Will
Be For Thirty Dollars.

An Order-in-Council has been pass-
ed increasing tho separation allow-
ance puid to wives and other depen-‘
ents of soldiers . below the: rank of
Sergeant, in the Canadian Expedition-
ary Force from $20 to $26 per month,
beginning December 1. The effect of
this is that in the month of January
the wife or other dependent of every
soldier hitherto in receipt of $20 per
month will receive $30, the extra ten
dollars representing the increase for
the two months of Pecember and Jan-
uary and in each month thereafter
she will receive $25 instead of $20 as
hevetofore. Cheques for January will
be issued earlier than usual.

In Public Interest.

The official "announccment goes on
to say:

“This i in ‘accordance with  the
policy which hag been followed by
the Union Government and is an-
other evidence of its desire to ad-|
wvance the welfare of the soldiers and
their dependents in every way, con-
sistent with sound national peiicy.
“A ghort time ago upon the recom-
mendation of the Minister of Finance,
the Gowvernment announced a sub-
stantial imerease in the scale of pen-
sions and this adtion was received
throughout the country with every
evidence of hearty approval. Latterly
representations have been made by
public bodies by the Great War Vete-
rans’ Agsociation and by individuals,
to the effect that in view of the in-
creaged cost of living, an increase in
the scale © of separation allowance
should be made. The Government,
having carefully comsidered all the
conclusion that the action proposed
would afford needed assistance to the
families of soldiers and, that it was
therefore in the public finterest.
