WOUNDED SOLDIERS

In view of the fact that it has
been arranged to send wounded Can-
adians to Cliveden Hoapitu) in Eag-
land, the icllowing letter frora Iir,
Bowie, of Brockville, which
contains a description of the ‘institu-
tuition, will be of interest, Dr. Bow-
ies being second in charge: ¢
““I reported to Headquarters at the
Canadian Training Depot, Tidworth;
the 14th March, and on the 18th T
recelved orders to report at Cliveden,
got under way in two hours and next
morning reported for duty to Col.:C.,

Jones and Col, Hodgetts *in charge
of Canadian Red Cross in England)
arrived in a motor a couple of hours
later and both were particularly
nice, discussing my new situation
and laying out the details of work
required. b ;

MAGNIFICENT HOME,

HOW THE GERMANS USE
: GAS 'IN FIGHTING.

LONDON, ' May 2.—Additional in-
formation has been received by the
Times regarding the use by the Ger-
mans of asphyxiating gases. It says
the fumes are emitted from cylinders
54 inches long, sunk in the German
trenches, and to which are connected
pipes six feet long, leading in the di-
rection of the Allies’ lines.

Some. days, the Times asserts, be-
fore the gas is employed, and while
waiting for a favorable wind, the Ger-
mans are supplied with respirators
made of damp towels enclosed in bags
of waterproof cloth.

In spite of these precautions, how-
ever, it is believed that a considerable
number of men working the gas ap-
paratus were asphyxiated when empty
cylinders were sent hack to the rear
to be refilled.

WILL DOUBLE

LONDON, May 2.—The general
opinion of liquor wholesalers is that
the new tax will not affect the re-
tail price of beer, but will compel all
brewers to brew helow the specified
specific gravity of forty-three, at
which the surtax begins. This grav-
ity is equivalent to containing seven
per cent. of alcohol. Most London
heers now range from 43 to 58.

The new whisky tax, which amounts
to five shillings ($1.25) a bottle, will
result in a virtual doubling of the re-
tail price. Most wines will increase
about two shillings a bottle at retail
while liquors will rise four shillings.
The price of hottled rum and gin will
be ‘doubled.
