In British Pork Market

OTTAWA, Aug. 3—The British
meat market is  worth capturing.
In round figures Great Britain’s
meat blll amounts to about one
hundred million  pounds sterling
annually. Three quarters of this
amount goes to foreign countries—
the Argentine and little Denmark
getting the lion’s share.

New Zealand, Australia, South
Africa and Canada have long been
casting envious eyes upon the big
slices of the business that has been
going outside the Empire. For some
Teason they haven't been able to
capture #t, but they're making a
etrong bid for it at the Imperial

Conference. It they get it the' far-
mers In their respective countries
should look more prosperous and
their merchants should be happier.

Canada has been termed the
granary of the world but when it
comes to producing good . bacon
hogs for the British market Den-
mark must be awarded the red
ribbon. Ninety five per cent of all
the bacon which Britain imported
last year came from countries out-
side the Empire. Derimark supplied
66 per cent of it, although the
fields are no greener nor is  the
corn sweeter there than on Ontario
farms.

Just how far Canada has fallen
In the British bacon and ham mar-
ket is disclosed in figures of the
Dominion Bureau of Statistics. In
1630 Great Britain imported 9,191,-
182 cwt. of bacon and 1,003,026 cwt.
of hams of a total value of 46,113,
327 pounds sterling, which works
out at something around two hun.
dred million dollars.

Denmark’s Large Shipments

In that year Denmark supplied
to Britain no less than 6,117,866
cwt. of bacon valued at 27,635,724
pounds or about $138,000,000.

Compare this tremendous export
figures of bacon to Britain with
Canada's puny contribution, In
1930 Canada exported to Britain
99,298 cwt. of hams valued at 488,
759 pounds sterling or about $2,
400,000. Canada llkewise supplied
84,034 cwt. of bacon valued ‘at
roughly the same figure.

not provide it, Denmark will con-
tinue to sell a large portion of the
Britith market. Nevertheléss the
figures which have been quoted
above show what & rich harvest
awaits Canadian farmers if they
can get a preference on pork and
fill the demand for the product.

Falls Down On Beet

Canada 1s as far out of sight in
the British beef market as she is in’
pork. Both Australla and New Zea-
land lead Canada in sales of beef
to Britain but away out in front is
the South American ' republic, Ar-
gentine. A

Immense  quantitles of chilled
beef are hought by Britain, the
1930 figure showing a total of 9,-
087,010, ewt. having been imported,
the vilue of - whicH was 23,722,600
pounds. ‘Of  the total amount im-
ported 7,717,349 owt. valued at 20,
243,823 pounds came from Argen.
tina. PFrozen beet was not bought
in such large quantities by Britain,
but Australia  supplied over half
the total with 79,111 cwt. valued
at 1,561,342 pounds and New Zea-
land supplied 230,670 cwts. valued
at 406,784 pounds. In this particu-
lar type of beet Argentina came
third, all the other British Domin-
ions and that  includes Canada,
supplied only 11,133 cwt. of frozen
meat valued at 22,470 pounds,

Its the same story in regard to
canned beef imported by Britain,
Argentina is far in the lead, Uru-
8uay next, while Australia and Ca-
nadn are scarcely in the picture at
all.

Now Australia and South Africa
are very anxious to increase their
sales of beet to the British mar-
ket. New Zealand has the mutton
business to the Motherland pretty
well in hand. Canada and Austra.
Ua and South Africa have been
holding “conversations” at the
Imperial Conference on how they
might divide the British™ meat mar-
ket—if they can get it away from
Argéntina and Denmark.

Canads Wants Pork Market

It is sald, that Canada would be
willing to ‘leave the chilled and
frozen beef market to Australia
and the South African Union if
these two countries would give her
the British pork market. This
would be & sort of “sphere of in-
fluence” arrangement which if it
can be worked ought to be satisfac-
tory to the parties to it.

If & mutual arrangement can be
arrived at whereby in return for
ooncessions In the matkets of the
Dominions, Britain gives Australia,

BRIGHTON, England, Aug. !4—
(By The Canadian Press) —
importance of State or munlclpdly
supervised ‘birth  control Servicés
was urged by the Countess of Lim-
erick in her presidential address to
the maternity, child welfare, and
school of hyglene section of the an-
nual cnogress of the Royal Sanit-
ary Institute here,

Referring to the social aspects of
birth control, the Countess said that
in that fleld we must guard partic-
ularly against sentimentality. “we
are having brought home to us in-
creasingly,” she sald, “the fact that|
social legislation of recent years
has been largely vitlated by’ ‘senti-
mentality and false values., Indeed,
many of the present problm of
eugenics may be tracéd to the un-
wisdom and unkindness arising
from soft hearts uncontrolled by
hard heads,

“Ome of the first things that
strikes a social worker is 'the
amount of avoidable misery found
in most poor homes. Most of us
believe that a keener sense of re-
sponsibility is essential if we are
to maintain our pride of citizenship
and our efficlency, and most of us
belleve that the family must re-
main the social and economic un-
it. We must concentrate, therefore,
on strengthening the sense of par«
ental respomsibility from which
such qualities spring, g
“We must start,” declared the
Countess, “by placing within the
reach of the poorer parents — in
this regard our main problem—the
necessary knowledge and facilities

permitting a normal physical life,
will not debar them from obtaining
a healthier, more responsible, and
free existence as citizens,
“Without such organized help we
must undoubtedly face a future in
which the haphazard bearing of
children by the ignorant and un-
controlled sections of our popula=
tion, encouraged by our present so-
cial legislation, will inflict on pos-
terity the inescapable sentence of
racial suicide.
“I suggest as a proper object of
State expenditure a service which
I believe to be self-liquidating and
productive of positive benefits to
the community, and I submit with-
out fear of serious contradition
that a service which mitigates the
evils of unfit mothers, uneconomic
families, and useless citigens will
reduce the need for matty of the
curative and preventive services
which: are maintained at public ex-
pense.
