AMHERST, N. S, March 29—
George MacLeod, veteran tailor
who has resided in Amherst for the
past fifty years, passed away at
his home on Havelock Street last
night following a sudden heart at-
tack. Mr, MacLeod who was sev~
enty-three years of age, is survived
