This evening many of us will figure up
our profit and lgss account in connection
with the exhibition. There are several
classes who are mainly interested in whaty
the exhibition did or did not for them: the
farmers, in whose interest exhibitions were
originally designed; the merchants, the
hotel keepers, the restaurants, the taxi
drivers, and all  others who incidentally
receive some benefit by making use of the
occasion. There are also the different class-
es of sharks who follow in the wake of large
gatherings to pick up what they can and
whom so many of us delight to throw our
¢rumbs and even our bread to.

“Although in some respects this year'’s ex-
hibition fell somewhat short of the best of
former-years the farmers, whose main bus~]
iness the exhibition is, had many opportun-
ities of learning much. While, owing to the
lateness of the.season, there were fewer
exhibits than ordinary, the samples shown
were . very creditable and as all had bee :
produted under similar conditions there
were good ,opportunities for comparison.
Some were better than others and the

finding out why.

. There was also, for the first time, an en-
tomological exhibit this year wheh far out-
classed -any previous showng. And never
was there greater need of this exhibit than
this year. It is well known that injurious

recently made their appearance and the
demonstration given, and in which we
were ‘pleased to see so much interest tak-
en, could not fail to benefit those who took
advantake of it. The Entomological De-
partmet deserves much credit for the elab-
orate exhibit shown and is to be congrat-
ulated on having at.its disposal such an ef-
ficient and painstaking demonstrator as
Mr. Payne whose careful explanations and
thorough knowledge of his subject wera
much appreeciated by the many who inter-
ested themselves in his exhibit. The faria-
ers would do well to inform themselver as
:thoroughly as possible in regard to these
pests which they will be obliged to fight to
the death befare long.

* Another valuable  demonstration was
that given by the Provincial Experimental
Farm in plant diseases. The beginning
and the effects of the different diseases
were clearly demonstrated on leaves and
roots, so clearly that every farmer who has
seen the exhibit can easily diagnose the
disease and prescribe the remedy.

' It is evident that the problém confront-
ing the farmer today is not how to grow
the best crops or raise the best animals—
most of them know this now—but how best
to fight insect pests and diseases of plants.
In demonstrating this necessity alone the
exhibition has done much for the farmer.

The merchants, hotels, restaurants and
others whose privilege it was to cater to
visitors will we believe find the balance on
the rght side of the account. The fakirs,
so called, will not, we are inclined to think
find as favourable a balance to their eredit
as on previous-occasions but in any tears
that will be shed over this the general pub-
lic will not share to any depressing effect.

- On the whole the exhibition of 1918,
notwithstanding the war, will be pleasant-
1§ and, we trust, profitably remembered.

When caught
red handed in the act he is imprisoned but
there are still many of him at large and it
is not beforé time that the Government is
taking hold of him in earnest. CAOA

SIGNIFICANT

There is significance in recent news that
:omes from Germany to the effect that
areat indignation was manifested among
he people when it was learned that the
statues of Goethe and Schiller were thrown
into the melting pot to be manufactured
into munitions while the statues of the Ho-
~onzollerns and the Hapsburgs were spar-
1, The discrimination is characteristic of
frerman militarism and of Hohenzollern
nride. The chief significance however lies
in the fact that the popular indignation as-
sumed such a pitch that orders were issued
‘rom Berlin to sacrifice the Hohenzollern
and Hapsburg statues. As a result of these
nrders three Hohenzollern statues are miss-
ing from Berln, three from Cologne, two
{rom Munich and one each from a number
»f other towns. Whether these have seen
reized by the indignant populace or stolen
hy the Hohenzollerns history saith not. The
nain fact is that they have been removed on
iccount of popular indignation against the
infair and impudent discrimination of the
iling classes. That the historic relics
iermany, the memory of the two men who
:ven now redeem the German name, should
be wiped out and those of the Hohenzoll-
rns who were and are the curse of Ger-
nany should be perpetuated, was too much
cven for the Germans. There may be hope
vet for some Germans.

known~facts. The Government appointed
the Commission in spite of the Alliance and
Inrgely to prevent officials of the Al-
liance making a political football of the
prohibition question. The report also “res-
pectfully calls the attention of the Com-
missioners and of the Government to the
fact that the provision of section 52 of
the Act has not been brought into oper-
ation.” It may be, or it may not be, news
to the signatories to the report that the
Commissioners and the Government had al-
ready taken action in the matter, the
Commissioners . having intervewed the
Premier on the subject about a fortnight
ago and he having promised to bring the
matter before the first meeting of the Go\

ernment.
