Honan  Province,

ities in China are being pushed with
greater vigor than ever before in
their history. :

The expansion of mission enter-

has been made possible by
the exercise of strict economy and
by increased financial support from
Chinese.

The Honan Mission of the Unit-
ed Church of Canada, which five
years ago was receiving a grant of
$135,000  annually from its mother
church is today getting along on

“Ion the face of this curtailment,
the Honan Mission has made ad-
vances all along the line. Evangelism
has been intensified. Gains have
been recorded in the field of edu.
cation. Medical services have been
broadened and new branch hospi-
tals  have been established, The
church is doing an important work
in' social welfare and is even tak-
ing a hand in China’s vast problem
of rural reconstruction.

The work of the Canadian mis-
sion has been greatly facilitated,
missionaries say, by the gradual
subsidence of the wave of anti-for-
eignism which swept the country
from 1927 to 1930. Government offi-
clals, under orders from General
Chiang  Kai-shek, are putting
themselves out to be accommodating
to missionaries.

Year by year the Canadian mis-
sionaries are pushing their work
deeper into the backward rural dis-
tricts of this north China province,
which has a population of more
than 30,000,000, Because of the
evangelical work of such mission-
arles as Dr. G. M. Ross of Halifax,
N.S., Dr. W. H. Grant of Toronto
and Miss Bertha Hodge of London,
Ont., the mission was able to re-
port that it had had more baptisms
during the past year than in any
similar period for 10 years.

Two new schools have been open=
ed by the Church of Canada. Mis-
sion during the past year with the
help of & $1,000 grant from the pro-
vincial government. The Canadian
church is also co-operating with the
government in its nationwide drive
to reduce illiteracy in China, Over
wide areas in Honan, the Canadian
missionaries are
This work is being carried into the

interior, where conditions are much ¢

the same as they were 500 or 1,000

years .ago. Thousands have been

taught to read and write the basic
Chinese characters.

The pioneer in this new éduca=
tional work was the late Rev. J. H.
