fancy cheese in cellophane or tin-
foil wrapping;

Tinned corn, cranberry sauce in
tins, fancy chocolates with - fruit
centres; rum and butter toffee, raz-
or blades, tooth paste or powder,
shaving cream, tooth brushes, toilet
soap wrapped in cellophane; foyn-
tain pens and electric flashlights
with spare batteries.

Care in wrapping is a  “must.”
There may be a ton of other mail
atop your parcel so pack the gifts
securely, the army says. Inflamm-
able articles such as matches: per-
ishable mattcr such as fresh fruit,
and intoxicants should not be sent.

Christmas time calls also for
cheery letters—some of which will
mean more than a parcel. Send
along pocket sized snapshots in
waterproof envelopes, and tell the
recinient a few humorous
storfes. ,
