DR. DERNBURG SPENT
NIGHT IN SCOTCH PORT.

LONDON, June 24,—Unknown to
the British publie, Dr. Dernburg,
whose propaganda in favor of Ger-
many while he was on a visit to the
United States created much comment,
spent last night aboard the Norwegian
steamship Bergensjford in the harbor
of Kirkwall, Orkney Islands.
To-night, however, Dr. Dernberg is
proceeding to Sweden on his way to
Germany on the Bergensjford, which
was detained at Kirkwall yesterday,
presumably on suspicion that she car-
ried contraband. The steamer was re-
leased this afternoon. The news that
the Bergensjford had been taken into
Kirkwall did not become known until
this afternoon, when the release of
the vessel was announced. The pre-
dicament of Dr. Dernberg in being
forced to spend the night in a Scotch
ort is considered here an amusing
ne. He was in no danger of being
topped by the British officials in view
f the promise to give him free pas-
age. He did not leave the steamer
while the examination of her cargo
was being made.

Tissue hasn't
the time to get out of the way. By
the appearance of some wounds,
therefore, explosive bullets may be
suspected when they haweé not really
been used. ;

“We only lost .ten or twelve sur:
gical cases in six months; tetanus ig
nearly stamped out, our men are
working on bone grafting with much
hope—a rib to patch up a jaw, for
example.

“Comte Thierry de Martel, son of
Gyp, the novelist, came to us as a
convalescent. He became our French
consulting surgeon, and a very good
one, He had previously qualified five
times for the Legion of Honour for
heroism on the battlefield, twice for
saving life under fire.

“We have been succeeded at the
Astoria, where I last worked, by a
Japanese hospital staff composed of
a Tokio university professor, two
Juniors and twenty-two Japanese
women nurses. I consider the Japan-
ese are remarkably efficient and their
equipment perfect.”

MANOEUVRED BY THIS CAPTAIN.

MONTREAL, June 25.—German
submarines within firing distances
of unarmed merchant vessels and
actually firing, can still be foiled by
superior seamanship and steadfast
courage, as was amply demonstrated
by the experience of the Teespool, a
vessel which has just come to Mon-
treal, from Barry Rock. When the
shells began falling around the vessel
Captain 1. Olsen placed his vessel
beam to the waves, so that if the
submarine followed him it would roll
heavily and disconcert the gunners’
aim. This was successful, and the
vessel, by reason of a well-thought-
out plan, and clever manoeuvring, has
arrived safely in port.
