CRIGKETS KILL
BRASS BAND

(By Dominion News Service.) |

LONDON, Aug. 28.—The plague
of crickets at Swindon has swol-
len at such a rate that their chirp-
ing in Savernake street today
drowned the music of a brass
band.

There are at least 2,000,000
crickets above the surface. Many
more lie in burrow8 beneath it.
The town is wondering when it
will be able to sleep again. Cases
of nervous breakdown are increas-
ing.

There is no respite from these
crickets either day or night. The
deafening chorous increases as ev-
ening approaches. The insects
then take wing, making light of
the barricades of lime and other
things, and enter the houses at
supper-time, They jump boldly
on the table and help themselves
uninvited.
~If this were all it would not
much matter. After supper comes
an insect dance, which lasts ac-
companied by its terrible .jazz of
chirps, until sunrise. The crickets
dance up and down stairs with the
greatest ease, and rattle against
the walls and windows persistent-
ly. throughout the night.

Some of them now and again
creep in between the sheets for a
short nap. The mere human be-
ing spends the night walking up
and down stairs with a slipper in
each hand killing crickets by fif-
ties. He tries tq snatch a map at
intervals, but his efforts are. use-
less, 3

The crickets are supplemented
by numberless earwigs, millipedes,
wood-lice, fly maggots, and whole
troops of spiders.

The refuse here is dumped into
an area, where it lies until it pu-
trefies. This method may be suit-
ed to open country or marshland.
but is out of place in the midst of
a busy industrial town.

The refuse-tip has been sprayed
with ‘parafin. Chloride of lime
has been deposited around this
area. Various chemical dressings
have been applied. All  these
remedies have been without ef-
foct. The cricket nuisance is as
great as ever. The meaning of
tre migrations of crickets from
{tke dump to the houses is simply
tu oltain drink. The house crick-
=t is a thirsty creature as well ag
a heat-lover.

Ii cap exist happily on the sun-
baked refuse-tip at the present
time with periodical excursions
for- liquid refreshment, but one
wonders what is going to happen

in the winter. They will then
seek the hearths and homes of
ih\\'m(luu workers, whera they

{will become permanent “lodgers.”

NAERE BANK
CLERKS STAIKE

(By Dominion News Service.)

SAN SEBASTIAN, Spain, Aug.
28.—The Bank Clerks’ Union of
arcelona has sent an official com-
munication to the Press threaten-
ing that if the direction of the
banks did not abandon their re-
sistance methods different to those
hitherto employed would be ad-
opted by the employees. It is an-
nounced that from today the direc-
tion of the strike will be entrust-
ed to a strike committee, and the
communication states in conclu-
sion that the union declines all
responsibility for what may hap-
pen if an arrangement is not
speedily come ‘to in accordance
with its demands. The Westmin -
ster Foreign Bank announces that
strikers will be substituted by Eng-
lish employees who speak Spanish
if it is not possible to secure the
gervices of Spaniards who do mnot
belong to the union. The police
service which protects the direct-
ors and the boycotted banks has
been reinforced as the threats be-
come more serious daily. In all
panks salaries at trade union rates
have been paid up to the end of
the month.
