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TONS OF WATER

SWIFT CURRENT, Sask, June
18— (CP) —Western farmers who
hope for rain to aid their grain
crops now can measure the value
of the moisture when it comes.

Agricultural experts at the Dom-
inion ‘experimental station here
have discovered after 15 years re-
search work thatin the prairie reg-
ions it requires 1437 pounds of
water for each pound of grain pro-
duced, The experiments were con-
ducted on summer fallow.

One inch of moisture spread over
an acre of land represents about
226,113 pounds of water, which, on
the basis of the above ration, should
produce 2.6 bushels of grain.

The tests also revealed that a-
bout 78 per cent of the moisture is
transpired by the plants while the
other 22 per cent is lost by evap-
ora
