Vegetahle Plot Can Save
$50 to $100 in Food Budget

It takes less time to grew vege-
tables in a home garden than it re-
quires to shop for them in the mar-
ket; and the quality of the home
product cannot be equaled by mark-
et vegetables,

One reason for this difference in
quality is found in the deteriora-
tlon in flavor which in most cases
sets in when vegetables are har-
vested, Peas, sweet corn, lima
beans, beans, and many other
vegetables lose more than half their
deliclous flavor within a few hours
after picking. Within half an hour
the difference is noticeable; so the
wise home garden owenr picks her
vegetables just before she cooks
them.

She can also plck many half
grown, at which stage some crops
are at their best. For instance,
baby carrots, about as large as a
lead pencil, and baby squash, an
inch or two in length, Seldom if
ever can these delicacies be found
in markets because they quickly
spoil, but their flavor and tender-
ness aré supreme.

The idea that vegetables cannot
be grown as cheaply as they can be
bought gained some headway in the
prosperous twenties among suburb-
anites who employed high priced
casual labor to cultivate gardens
rather than doing the work them-
selves. Even with this  wasteful
method of production costs are
much less now, and the superior
quality of really fresh vegetables

| would justify higher than market

prices.

But the real saving in the house-
hold budget comes when a home
gardener does his (or her) own gar-
dening. Then the good health and
fine appetite which work is the
garden produces, increase his en-
Joyment of the vezetables he grows
while his living expenses are sub-
stant'ally reduced. |

No experienced gardener would
consider ths savings to be the
chief reward of gardening, how-
ever. That comes in the deep sat-
