A HOME FOR FOUR
MILLION BOOKS.
The building of New York's new
public library is approximately rec-
tangular, with two interior  courts,
and four main stories besides the cel-
lar. The building proper is 390 feet
long on Fifth Avenue, and 270 feet,
deep. It covers an area of 115,000
square feet exclusive of the included
court on the Fortieth street side,
with a contents of 10,000,380,000 cub-
ic feet; it cost a little over $8,000,000
exclusive of the site. It is divided in-
to more than 200 rooms and halls,
and the main reading room, over-
looking' Bryant Park on the west, is
the largest reading room in the
world. This room is 295 feet long,
77 feet wide, and 50 feet high.
