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THE CZAR AND THE DOUMA.

The Czar has dissolved the second
Douma or Parliament and sent itinto
oblivion after the first. Aud he has done
thisin tiue despotic fashion, He has
done it in direct violation of the fun-
d tal law sol ly proclaimed on the
eveof the calling together of the first
Douma, which declared that the electaral
law should never be chunged without the
consent of Parliameut itself. Now he has
not only dissolved Parliament but has
chavged the electoral law in a most
radical manner .without the consent of
Parliament. One or more new despot.c
end tyrannical acts added to the long list
of past offences, however count for little,

There are some things whichZthe OCzar
cannot and dare not change. Having
given a Parliament to his people, very
much against hisjwill,he dares not abolish
that institution wholly. He may dis-
solve it—King Edward, or Lord Grey
could do the same in Britain or Canada—
but he like them must call 2 new Parlia-
ment together in its stead. The act of
tyranny lies not in the dissolution, but in
wholly changing the electoral law under
which a Parliament is provided for. The
reason assigned for the despotic action is
to provide ‘“against the 1
of the educated classes by the
uneducated masses.” These latter, the
uneducated, comprise more than three
fourths of the population of Russian
Empire.

In brief the Czar and his counsellors are
determined not to permit Parliament to
effect any reforms or enact any legislation
uatil he gets a Parliament wholly sub-
servient to the. imperial will. It may be
loag before he gets it cven under his new
electoral law, but the changes made are
very radical. The representation of
Poland, Finland and other non-Muscovite
sections and of the industrial population
is cut down, so that the new Douma will
have but 442 members as against 524 in
the late House. The elections will begin
September 14 and the new Douma is call-
ed to meet November 14,

Russia’s first Parliament was elected
late in 1905, opened in May 1906 and was
dissolved in July following. The second
Parliament was elected some months
later and was called together on March
5,1907. It was dissolved on June4. The
