investors weighted index numbers
of security prices for the "week
ending Aug. 10, as computed by the
Dominion Bureau of Statistics on
the base 1926 equals 100.

The index of prices of the 25
best selling industrial - and public
utility common stocks on the
Montreal and Toronto exchanges
was 1158.0 as compared with 1082.0.

The index of common stocks of
companies located abroad in which
Canadians are heavily interested
was 65.6 as compared with 65.4,

‘The index for all three groups
of common stocks combined was
72.1 as compared with 71.2,

Average weekly prices were high-
er for 14, unchanged for three and
lower for eight of the 25 stocks in-
cluded in the traders’ index. Walk-
ers rose from $385 to $44.60, In-
ternational Nickel from $194 to
$20.3, Canadian Industrial Alcohol
“A” from $18.2 to $19.0, Standard
Steel from $106 to $12.4, Consol-
idated Mining and Smelting from
$126.1 to $130.6 and Ford “A” from
$144 to $15.2.

Engineer’s Testimony

Harry Sterns, engineer of train
No. 41 of Charlottetown, gave evid-
ence that his train was fifteen min-
utes late leaving Albany op the day
in question. The accidenv occurred
at 456. Was running train at about
25 miles an hour. There is no
specific speed for a train when ap-
proaching the station. First and
second class trains have right of
way. At Dickie's crossing which is
d short distance from Borden, the
train blows four times, coming into
Borden she blows once. Dickie's
crossing is a quarter of a mile from
Borden, you can see track clear to
Borden. The bell was rung as they
approached Noonan's crossing.
Trainmen do not look upon this as
a regular crossing, but as a farmer's
crossing. It is not considered ai
highway.

Mr, Sterns saild that he first saw
the car when she came from behind
the box cars on the right of track.
I was right on him then. I applied
my emergency brake at once. We
stopped within the length of tm&n;
which was made up of seven cars;
we went the length of 612 cars. The
weight of train was approximately
313 tons, fairly heavy train.

Asked by the Coroner if he con-
sidered this crossing properly pro-
tected, Mr. Sterns replied: “It is not
looked upon as a proper crossing.”

The
width of the road between the last
box car and where the left wheel of
the automobile would be in the road
was three feet; or three feet from
highway. There were 30 box cars
on that side. He considered it un-
wise and unjust to railwaymen to
have box cars so near the highway.
He was called to the accident by
Donald McLure.

TENSION IN

IRISH FREE
STATE RELAXES

Threatened Clash Be-
tween National
Guards and Author-
ities Fails to Mater-
ialize.

(Associated Press)

DUBLIN, Irish Free State, Aug.
13—Nervousness and tension rem-
iniscent of the period leading up
to the troubles of a decade ago,
relaxed in Dublin today as the
threatened clash between General
Owen O'Duffy's hiue shirted Na-
tional Guard and sauthorities fail-
ed to materialize.
It had been feared that dis-
orders might occur in connection
with the memorial ceremonies at
the Cenotaph in Leinster lawn for
Arthur Griffith, Michael Collins
and Kevin O'Higgins, national
heroes of early Free State history,
since O'Duffy had planned to par-
ade his men in uniform and Pres-
ident De Valera forbade it.

The government prepared for any
eventuality, stationing guards of
police throughout the main streets
and posting heavy guards at gov-
ernment buildings, with armored
cars and Free-State troops stand-
ing by

One scuffle took place as 6ix
blue shirts left their headquarters
in uniform after midday and were
attacked by a crowd of persons.
