Devonshire House
Passes

LONDON, Nov. 18.—The sale of
Devonshire House, which means, alas,
Its approaching demolition, will re-
meve one of ‘the landmarks of London
most nearly connected with the politi-
cal, social, ang artistic history of the
eighteenth century. 1ts site was orig-
fnally occupied by Berkeley House,
which was purchased from its owner,
Lord Berkeley, by the fourth Earl
and first Duke of Devonshire in 1697,
ust after Princess (afterward Queen)
Anne had left it, and was occupied
by the Cavendish family till 1733,
when a glue-pot left to boil over set
fire to the .adjoining woodwork, and
the: whole place was burnt, damage
being done to the extent of £830,000.
Willlam Kent, fashionable alike as
artist, architect and gardener, was at
once commissioned to prepare plans
for a new building—naturally enough,
since the daughter and heiress of
Kent's great patron,-the Earl of Bur-
lington, married'' the future fourth
Duke of Devonshire.

The house is not, ever, quite as
Kent left it, since fthe original en-
‘rance was by a horseshoe staircase
to the first floor on the main front
facing Piccadilly; with the growth
of ‘London and of traffic spch Ppublicity
Wwas found inconvenient, and the stair-
case was removed in 1840, when the
present incongruous - portico was
1dded, and what-had heen  the ser-
vants’ entranceé hecame the front door.
A few years later the great 'semi-cir-
cular ‘addition ‘on the garden front
was built to contain Wyatt's magnific-
ent circular staircase, with its famous
3lass balustrade and gilded ironwork ;
and in 1897 came a final improvement
the piercing of the/blank wall looking
on to Piecadilly, by the beautiful
wrought and gilded iron gates brought
after’ many vicissitudes, from Chis-
wick House, where they had been
hung in 1838

y

The Interesting Interior

The interior of the house is, how-
ever, far more interesting. It owes
most of its art-treasures to the third
Duke, who added so largely to the col-
lections that Pennant, the antiguary,
found the pictures the finest private
gallery in |[England. The interests of
the fcurth and fifth Dukes lay rather
in the direction: of 'politics. notably
in the days of the BeautifulDuchess,
When the gocial and political influence
of Devonshire House turned the scales

the Prince Regent. .

With a bare reference to the beauti-

fully laid-out gardens, second only to
the parks as an example of landscape
gardenings in the hedrt of London, we
miy now consider the contents of
some of the principal rooms, only
premising that Some of the greatest
treasures once kept there have de-
parted, the Liber Veritatis” of Claude
Lorraine to Chatsworth, the Shake-
speare, and' other plays—once the
Kémble collection—to America .
The Red Drawing Room, which owes
its name to the brocade with which its
walls are hung, has a celling deco-
rated with painted mredallions and de-
licate classic mpldings, which are re-
peated in more elaborate form on the
cornice and over ‘the doors. Among
its treasures are a ‘magnificent por-
trait of a girl‘either by Velasquez or
his son-in-law Mazo; an -Innocent X
from ‘the same gchool; &' second and
very fine papal  portrait by Carlo
Maratta; a charming picture by Cor-
nelius de Vos representing his. little
daughter in stiff viiff and formal dress,
holding up an apronful of flowers; a
striking portrait of an unknown navi.
&ator tracing hig. voyage upon a globe
to his sweet young wife; and two nob-
le Rembrants, ofie ‘of them an old
man resting his head on his hand,
uxlnong the finest things he ever paint
ed. 7 8

EMPLOYMENT SERVICE

The Employment Service of the De.
partment of Labour reports that re
turns from the Dominion and Provin:
cials offices of the (Employment Ser-
vice of Canada for the week ending
November 1st, show a' decrease, In
pldcements, as compareq with the re
turns of the previous week. During
the week the 92 offjces reported that
they had referred 7,999 _persons to
regular positiong and that 632 of
these had received empoyment. This
represents a:decrease of 909 as com:
pared with the previous week, when
7,235 were given employment. In ad-
dition® 1485 casual jobs were supplied
as compared with 1,634 for the week
ending Octaber 26th:.

During the week 8,704
were registered, of whom A
women, and 8,026 were men. This rep-
resents a decrease of 763 in the num:
ber of applications for work during
the week. The number of vacancies
notified by empoyerg during the week
totalled 10,077 of which 762 were for
women, and 9,315 were for men, As
compared, with the 9222 vacancies
notified during the previous week,
these figures show an increase of
856 vacancies. Of the placements in
regular employment 385 were women
and 5,931 were men. The number of
Soldiers reported as placed was 2,341
Cr 37 per cént of the total placement.

Of the placements in regular em
ployment 15 were reported by Prince
Edward Island, a decrease of 1; 145 by
Nova Scotia, an fucrease of 15; 381
by New Brunswick, -an increase of
124; 513 by Quebéc, a decrease Of
143; 2105 by Ontario, a decrease og
664762 by Manitoba, a decrease 0
1026; 764 by Saskatchewan, an in:
