100 YEARS OF PEACE

In the Christian churches throughout the United States
and Canada, last Sunday, special services were held in
celebration of the one hundred years of peace, between
these two American neighbors and in prayers for the con-
tinuance of the amicable and neighborly relations between
these two countries.

That two nations, professedly Christian, should be able
to live side by side, do business together to their mutual
profit and refrain from blowing each other to pieces on the
battlefield, is not, after all as remarkable a display of
Christian forbearance and commercial and industrial com-
mon sense as it is something to be thankful for in view of
the pitiful excuses so often given by nations for flying
at each other’s throats.

There was not a moment during these one hundred years
of peace in which a war between the two countries would
not have been an unspeakable crime, and vet the shadow
of war at one time passed over them both. In December 1895
the United States was startled and the world wondered at
a somewhat belligerent note sent to the British Govern-
ment by President Cleveland. A dispute had arisen be-
tween Great Britain and Venezuela over a question of
boundary. Mr. Richard Olney, Secretary of State at Wash-
fngton contended that Great Britain had no right to inter-
fere in the matter supporting his contention on that con-
venient but much distorted principle of American policy,
the Monroe Doctrine. Mr. Cleveland espoused his Secre-
tary’s cause and in his far from urbane message to Great
Britain, urged the appointment of an American (ominis-
gion to determine the boundary, maintaining that should
Great Britain persist in appropriating territory adjudged
to belong to Venezuela, the United States would resist
in every possible way. -

Congress and country at large, regardless of party, sup-
ported the President, the Commission was appointed and
for a few days war seemed so imminent that American
pecurities fell heavily and Mr. Cleveland had to ask help
of Congress in order to meet the drain on treasury’s gold.
Fortunately Great Britain kept her temper and finally an
agreement to arbitrate the Venczuelan question relieved
the public tension and the crisis passed. Both the tone
and the matter of President Cleveland’s message have
been severely criticized, even in the United States, but
the incident shows how inflammable a nation may become,
when spurred on by political demagogues, as the United
States undoubtedly was at this time. And thetefare those
today who are taking hold of incidents arising in the re-
lations resulting from the present war to further their pol-
jtical or national interests. It is dangerous business and
although the common sense of the American nation as a
whole may be relied upon, there is no limit to the possi-
bilities that may result from unwise agitation and inter-
meddling. There is, unfortunately, at present a good deal
of inflammable matter and a conflagration could easily be
precipitated that would be attended with untold disaster.
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When, in a recent issue, we “editoriaiiy solved” the
unemployment problem we overlooked a class of the un-
employed with which, perhaps, we have less to do in this
Province than in other parts of Canada. Our attention
has been directed to this oversight by remarks recently
made by the Superintendent of the Civic Unemployment
Bureau of Toronto. We quote:—

“It is most distressing when men willing to work are
cast aside as a result of the behavior of an assemblage of
professional cadgers who are dumped upon the city trom
all parts of Ontario. It is our aim to do the best possible
for the needy, but they seem to be overwhelmed by a most
discouraging character.

“There were fully 200 men assembled in this bureau
today, when a prominent farmer from Huron county came
in and offered to employ a farm hand at a remunerative
wage, but to his surprise not one man of that belated gath-
ering voluntarily offered to accept the offer.”

The Superintendent added that this farmer stated that
if he had been successful in getting a man, he was in a
position to co-operate with the bureau and give the names
of several farmers in his district who would willingly give

remain for any stated time after they had been placed in
good positions.

After ‘he had made a second appeal to the men without
guccess, the farmer anxious to obtain help, remarked:
“Just as long as Toronto continues to maintain free soup
kitchens offering miealsifor characters of this type, there
is no possible chance for the tndesirable element of the
unemployed circle abandoning the city to do work else-
where. ;

And the farmer was certainly right. Feeding men who
refuse to work is simply encouraging mendicancy and there
is absolutely no excuse for it except a maudlin and point-
less sentimentalism that is not charity and that does more
harm than good. The old time resolution “if any would
not work neither should he eat” is as applicable to modern
Canadian cities as to the ancient Thessalonians, who, as

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After other three days' cogitation The Patriot comes
out with a reply to our rejoinder on its Naval emergency
article. Surely anyone with an elementary acquaintance
with the facts which led up to Sir Robert Borden’s Emer-
gency Naval Bill, and with the present bloody struggle in
proof thereof, must admit that an emergency did exist in
1912, ‘and that Sir Wilfrid put party before patriotism in
order to defeat the proposal which, after consuitation with
Mr. Winston Churchill, First Lord of the Admiralty, Sir
Robert submitted to Parliament. Our Contemporary quotes
speeches by Mr. Asquith, Sir Edward Grey, and Mr. Bonar
Law in which they referred to the relations between Great
Britain and Germany in 1912. At best the remarks quoted
are but diplomatic rhetoric, and on analysis prove to the
merest tyro in diplomacy, that the relations between the
two countries were strained and causing the gravest anx-
iety. According to our Contemporary, Mr. Asquith said:
“Our relations with the Great German Empire are, | am
glad to say at this moment, and I feel sure are likely to
remain, relations of amity and good will.” ‘

What does this imply but that the British Government
had been experiencing a trying time—which Mr. Asquith’s
recent deliverance at Cardiff amply bears out—that he was
cherishing the hope that the crisis would pass—and that
so far as the British Government was concerned, it cher-
ished the aspiration that the British offer of amity and
good will would be reciprocated. But the Government was
not to be hoodwinked or caught napping; it was so sus-
picious of Germany's good intentions that the Admiralty
counselled Canada in the now famous memorandum that
the best service she could render the Empire would be to
contribute three super-dreadnoughts for Imperial defence.
This is as clear as crystal in the light of subsequent events
and was fully appreciated by those who had followed Ger-
many's diplomacy and naval and military activities.

The act of the Canadian Senate in throwing out the
Emergency Bill was hailed with delight in Germany. Those
who might be inclined to doubt this will not doubt
any longer after reading the following —extract from
one of Germany's daily leading newspapers. It proves
conclusively that Sir Wilirid Laurier, in so directing his
henchmen in the Senate, was doing the very thing which
Germany hoped for. How far this act was responsible for
the precipitation of the present terrible conflict may never
be known, but it must be admitted that it had some effect.
The action of Sir Wilfrid and his Senate was toGermany con-
vincing evidence of the disintegration of the Empire. The
psychological ‘moment, in the opinion of Germany, had
arrived when Britain might be attacked without fear of
any assistance from her colonies.

Fortunately, Germany was quite as much in error as
Sir Wilirid Laurier when he declared the independence -.f
Canada was the aspiration: of Canadians, and that “anaca
would hreak the Imperial bonds “as a ripe apple faiis {ron
the parent tree.” i ¢

The following extract is taken from the “Hamburger
Nachrichten” of June 5, 1913, one of the leading ‘ierman
daily papers:—

British fleet was refused on Friday last by the Senate in
Outawa with fifty-one against twenty-seven votes, after it
had been passcd in the Canadian Parliament with a ma-
jority of thirty-three votes on May 16th. We still remem-
ber the long excited discussions that preceded the decis-
ion of the Commons, which prove at any rate that A VERY
CONSIDERABLE "PART OF THE CANADIAN PEOPLE
DOES NOT WANT TO HAVE ANYTHING TO DU WITH
SUCH A PRESENT.”

“WHATEVER MAY BE DECIDED UPON LATER,
THE ACTUAL DECISION OF THE CANADIAN SENATE
MEANS, AT ANY RATE, A HEAVY MORAL AND MA-
TERIAL LOSS FOR THE DEFENCE OF THE EMPIRE,
FOR MR. BORDEN’S PROMISE HAD BEEN FOOLISH-:
LY ENOUGH, COUNTED .ON. HIS OFFER MADE AN
ENORMOUS IMPRESSION IN THE WHOLE WORLD.
Mr. Churchill pointed out this fact especially in the weii-
known memorandum of the Admiralty. THIS IMPRES-
SION WILL NOW NOT ONLY BE DESTROYED, BUT
PEOPLE WILL EVERYWHERE OBTAIN THE (/-
VICTION THAT ENGLAND CANNOT DEPEND UPON
MUCH HELP FROM HER COLONIES.”

The writer in the “Nachrichten” then quotes, with un-
disguised approval, the opinion of the London “Morning
Post,” which, commenting upon the action of the Canadian
Senate, said:—

“BY RIVALS AND ENEMIES THE DECISION WILL
BE EAGERLY WELCOMED. BY FRIENDS IT WILL BE
REGARDED AS OMINOUS. THE IMPRESSION MUST
BE INVARIABLY CREATED THAT THE SOLIDARITY
OF THE EMPIRE IS A MYTH, AND THAT THOSE
POWERS WHICH WOULD LIKE TO SEE THE OVER-
THROW OF BRITISH NAVAL SUPREMACY NEED NOT
BE DISCOURAGED IN THEIR EFFORTS BY THE
THOUGHT THAT- THEIR CHALLENGE WOULD BE
MET BY THE UNITED RESOURCES OF THE MOTHER
COUNTRY AND OF EVERY ONE OF THE DAUGHTER
STATES.” ’ !

Upon reading the above there can no longer b= any douwbt
but that there was not only an emergency but that Germany
was inspired to pursue a pollcy of aggression in the hope
that Canada would endorse the neutrality of Sir Wilfrid.

The Kaiser now knows that Sir Wilfrid does not speak
on behalf of Canada.

Sir,—Many people who have invest-
ed in fox companies are somewhat
worried over their holdings just at
present. They realise that the great
war has changed the prospects; that
the buying of stock by the public, on
which dividends have heretofore
largely depended, has slowed up, and
that there is little or no prospect of
options being taken at anything like
former prices. This knowledge is a
source of worry to many, and makes
them wonder whether their ilvest-
ment is quite safe, or if they will lose
money. That ranches also are alive
to the situation is shown by the in-
creased spirit of co-operation, and by
the holding of meetings to discuss
ways and means of meeting the
changed conditions.

In this connection it may be inter-
esting to recall the skort letter sent
by Mr J. E. B. McCready to the Char-
lottetown Guardian some time ago.
Hc pointed out that it was foolish to
sell foxes for less than $10,000 per
pair; because, with an average pro-
duction of 1% young per pair, and
alowing 15 per cent. for expanses, a
profit of 15 per cent. can be made on
a valuation of $11,900 per pair, taking
$1,200 as the average price of highe
class pelts.

Let me here remark, by way of com-
ment, that in actual . practice it is
haidly likely that any ,company cap-
italised at $11,900 per pair would sell
pelts at $1,200 each.
were bought at this latter price, a
company could be formed which would
make profits much in excess of the
parént company. Under these condi-
tious it would obviously pay the parent
conipany to retain their own increase.
The tendency will be for the price of
breeders and the price of peits to he
equal, or nearly so. Against this it
may be argued that -if a company

enormous that the value of breeders
would rise. This leads to a very
intcresting and guite important chain
of reasoning, but as 1 have already
followed it to its logical conclusion
on a previous occasion,* I need not
enter into it here. For .purposes of.
calculation we can let Mr McCerady's
statement stand.

It must be remembered that at
present the industry is on a more or
less speculative basis. The real test
—the &cid test—will not come until
ranch-bred pelts in quantity are being
placed on the market. Just what
price will prevail under such condi-
tions no man can tell, After looking
over the available evidence, and bear-
ing in mind the probability that the
buying power of the nations will be
much curtailed for several years fol-
lowing the war, 1 believe it would be
safe to estimate on an average of $400
per pelt. ~

The problem then hbecomes: At -what
capitalisation will  a:pair of foxes
yzcl(l a dividend of 10 per cent., pay
15 per cent. expenses, with an aver-
age production of 13 young per pair,
and a pelt value of $4002

This works out at $5,950, per pair.

The one great requirement of the
fox industry to-day is reduction - of
capitalisation, in seme \cases drastic
reduction. “Fox men sheuld strive to
teduce the capitalisation of their com-
panies to, about .$5,000, per. pair, in-
cluding the value of rangh. It is idle
to argue that it is not necessary to do
this, and that $400 per pelt is too low
‘N estimate anybow,  l.am stating a
figure to which I believe most con-
servetive men without an axe *n grind
could honestly ‘agree, especially con
sidering present internarional coundi-
tions. If higher px-[(. } prevail
much the better. The "company with
the lowest capitalisation, all other
things being equal, comes out on top
every time. ‘With reduced capitalisa-
tion the industry should be quite
sound under any conditioms.

The only feasible way to bring about
this reduction is by retaining increase.
If ranchers would only consent to lay
aside all petty differences and jeal-
ousies and combine into a single cor-
poration (without any juggling with
stock), operating one or two large,
well organised and  well ' equipped
ranclies throughout the Island, instead
of the hundreds of petty ranches now
existing, each with its separate source
of expense, and retain the whole of
its increase for several years, selling
just sufficient to meat actual expense
and possibly pay a very moderate
gnvidend, the industry would soon be
i a very strong and stable condition,
with stock quoted much above par in
the open market. But I fear that fox
men generally are not ready for this,
not at present at any rate.

At the series of meetings recently
held throughout the Island under the
auspices of the Fox Breeders Associa-
tion to discuss present donditions,
various proposals were adopted. So
far_as, I understand the maten= it ig
the intention of the varfous.companies
to co-operate and form: a smics wowid
under ‘the direct supervision of the
Government: Statements .issued by
this board will be authoritative and
official and bhased upon actual facts,
not upon a few specially optimistic
facts, but upon all the facts, which is
quite a différent thing. So far so good.

The industry at the present time is
capitalised somewhere in the vicinity
of thirty million dollars. If the whole
of this year's increase is placed on

TLYING TH
MEUTRAL FLAG

LONDON, Feb, 15.—That the Brit-
ish Government will have no difficulty
in giving a satisfactoiy reply to the
American note on the use of the Am-
. erican flag by British merchantmen is
the contention of the afterncon papers
in London, which virtually are a unit
in expressing the opinion that a neu-
tral flag will be used by British ves-
sels only as an intimation to German
warships that there are neutral pas-
sengers and goods aboard.

The Pall Mall Gazette attaches “im-
mense significance” to the phrase in
the American note “or cause the death
of American citizens'” as meaning that
Americans aboard British ships will
e equally protected by the home gov-
ernment as those on hoard American
ships.

The Evening Standard, basing its
judgment on the tenor of the American
note says:—*"It is plain in which di-
rection America looks for the possibil-
ity of trouble. If Germany does not
now- understand the meaning of the
note, realize the false position into
which she has been led by the arro-
gance of official minds in Berlin, she
must abide by the issue.”
